DAY 1 – Friday, August 23: Arrival in Tel Aviv – Netanya  

We arrive to Tel Aviv Airport where we are greeted by our local 

Christian guide and assisted with boarding the bus. We continue 

to our hotel, check in. Netanya. (D.) 
DAY 2 – Saturday, August 24: Caesarea – Haifa –Cana 
Nazareth  

Following an open buffet breakfast, we head to Caesarea 

Maritima visit one of the three largest ports of the ancient world 

built by King Herod the Great.  It was in Caesarea where St. Peter 

baptized the first Gentile Cornelius after a vision he had in Jaffa.  

We visit the Roman Theatre, the newly excavated Herodian 

Palace, Hippodrome and the ancient Port from where St. Paul set 

sail on all his journeys. We continue to Mt. Carmel. Then to Cana 

of Galilee for the renewal of wedding vows. Be sure to dress up 

and bring your wedding rings for this special occasion.  End the 

day in Nazareth We celebrate Mass and visit the Church of the 

Annunciation. Our tour also includes St. Joseph’s Church and 

Mary’s Grotto. We visit the Nazareth village.  Dinner and 

overnight at our hotel in Nazareth (B.D.) 
DAY 3 – Sunday, August 25: Caesarea Philippi - Sea of Galilee  

Following an open buffet breakfast, our day starts with a visit to 

Caesarea Philippi (Entrance Included) where we will visit the ruins 

of the pagan altars and consider the confession of Peter in Mat-

thew 16 “Thou art the Christ, the Son of the living God.  On to 

Mt. of Beatitudes.  Our next stop is Capernaum where we see 

Peter’s House, and then to Tabgha to visit the Church of the 

Primacy and the Church of the Multiplication of Fish and 

Loaves, followed by lunch (lunch is included).  Next, we visit the 

Magdala Center (entrance included) and then end the day with 

a boat ride on the serene waters of the Sea of Galilee (boat ride 

included) where we celebrate Mass. “Return to your hotel where 

you have time to relax and freshen up for our dinner. (B.L.D) 
DAY 4- Monday, August 26: Mt. Tabor –  Nablus - Jerusalem 

Open buffet breakfast. Check out of the hotel and depart for Mt. 

Tabor to visit the Church of the Transfiguration where we 

celebrate Mass. Afterwards, we continue to Nablus and see the 

Samaritan Synagogue and they will have on display the Penta-
teuch, which is the 5 books of Moses of the Old Testament, 

view Mt. Eba) and Mt. Gerizim, where the Samaritans celebrate 

the Feast of Passover. Stop at Jacob's Well, where Christ con-

versed with the Samaritan woman. Proceed to Jerusalem. Check 

into your hotel in Jerusalem and enjoy an open buffet dinner
(B.D.)   
DAY 5 – Tuesday, August 27: Ein Karem- Bethlehem- 
Shepherd’s Field and Grotto – Israel Museum 

Enjoy our open buffet breakfast. We continue to Bethlehem for a 

visit to Shepherd’s Field, the Church of Nativity where we 

celebrate Mass and then to the Milk Grotto. Lunch on your own. 

we have time for leisure and some shopping, and then we depart 

for Ein Karem to visit the birthplace of St John the Baptist and 

the church of the visitation. From there we will go to the Israel 

Museum Including a 1:50 scale model of Jerusalem at the time of 

Herod the Great and the Shrine of the Book Museum, where the 

Dead Sea Scrolls are displayed. Overnight in Jerusalem.  (B.D) 

DAY 6- Wednesday, August 28: Temple Mount- Pool of 
Bethesda – Mt. Olives – Mt. Zion 

After our open buffet breakfast, we will ascend the Temple 

Mount, discussing its connection to both the Old and New 

Testaments. We will also discuss why it is considered the 

third holiest site in Islam. Leaving the Temple Mount, Visit 

St. Anne’s Church, the Pool of Bethesda. Continue to Mt. 

of Olives, where we see the Ascension Chapel. Our next 

stop is the Church of Pater Noster where Jesus taught the 

Lord’s Prayer – today we can see the prayer in over 160 

languages. Then continue for a panoramic view from the 

Mt of Olives – seeing the eternal golden city – then a walk 

along Palm Sunday Road stop we visit the Church of 

Agony, Grotto of Gethsemane and the empty tomb of the 

Blessed Virgin (Mary’s Tomb). following lunch (lunch is not 

included), we visit Mt. Zion to see St. Peter in Gallicantu 

Dormition Abbey where the Blessed Mother fell into 

eternal sleep, Upper Room and King David’s Tomb.  

Overnight in Jerusalem. (B.D.) 
DAY 7- Thursday, August 29: Masada – Qumran – 
Jericho – Baptismal Site – Jerusalem  

After our open buffet breakfast, we begin our day visiting 

Masada,the fortress built by King Herod the Great and 

made famous by the Zealots in 73/74 AD with the standoff 

against the Romans. We visit the fortress and see the ruins 

that are considered a World Heritage Site by the UNESCO. 

we visit Qumran ,the location where the Dead Sea Scrolls 

where found by a Bedouin boy back in 1947. There we will 

see the caves and other buildings that the Essenes, the 

group of Jews who wrote the scrolls, lived.  we visit the 

Baptismal Site on the River Jordan and then we head to 

Jericho; the oldest continuously inhabited city in the world, 

where we stop for lunch (lunch is not included) and then 

see the Sycamore Tree, Tel Jericho and Mt. of 

Temptation in the near distance. Overnight in Jerusalem.

DAY 8 – Friday , August 30: Via Dolorsa – Holy 
Sepulcher - Wailing Wall- Bethany  

We wake up very early this morning to walk the peaceful 

streets of the Holy City of Jerusalem, praying the Stations of 

the Cross along the Way of the Cross to the Church of the 

Holy Sepulcher where we celebrate Holy Mass. Return to 

the hotel for breakfast and some rest before embarking on 

a city tour which includes a visit to the Wailing Wall and to 

tuck a prayer into the wall crevice as Pope John Paul, Pope 

Benedict, and Pope Francis have done before us, St. Anne’s 

Church, the Pool of Bethesda (entrance included), Ecce 

Homo (entrance included), Judgment Hall and the Chapel 

of Flagellation. In the afternoon, we head to visit Bethany 

(entrance to Lazarus tomb is included) to see the house of 

Lazarus, Martha, and Margaret. Open buffet dinner at our 

hotel. Overnight in Jerusalem. (B.D.) 
DAY 09- Saturday, August 31: Departure

for departure flight back home.
