UNUSUAL SITUATIONS IN A PENALTY AREA

Recently we have covered how to take relief from Yellow and RE@@ Penalty Areas
(County Capers April & July 2022). This month we explore some unusual
situations encountered in Penalty Areas.

1. When a ball is in a No Play Zone in a Penalty Area the ball cannot be played
as it lies and relief must be taken as discussed previously. This situation
arises frequently at The Vineyard and other area courses where No Play
Zones are Environmental Areas marked by - stakes with green tips.

2. A player does not get relief from an Immovable Object if the Object is in a
Penalty Area.

a. An example of this might be a bridge crossing a stream that is a
Penalty Area. If the player’s ball lands on the bridge there is no free
relief. The ball may be played as it lies or relief may be taken in the
usual ways. This situation may arise at Rancho Bernardo Inn and
other area courses.

3. When a Dangerous Animal condition interferes with the play of the ball in a
Penalty Area the player may:

a. Take Free Relief in the Penalty Area (no closer to the hole)
or
b. Take Penalty Relief outside the Penalty Area for ONE penalty stroke
