City police arrest 
14 in vice raid

Scranton police conduct-
ed three raids over two days 
at a disorderly house at 2046 
N. Main Ave.

Over the course of  the 
raids, the police arrested 14 
sex workers and their 
“johns.”

The men who were arrest-
ed were charged with being 
frequenters of  a disorderly 
house and were released 
after paying $25 fines.

Two of  the sex workers 
were held on $1,000 bail and 
ordered to 30 days in isola-
tion because they were 
deemed public health men-
aces.

During one of  the raids, 

Scranton police also arrest-
ed a man and woman from 
New York who they suspect-
ed brought three women to 
Scranton from out of  state 
and set them up in a rented 
house on North Main Ave-
nue.

An official from the 
Scranton Police Department 
said the FBI was contacted 
about the New York pair as 
possible violators of  the 
Mann White Slavery Law. 
Scranton police were hold-
ing the pair and the three 
women on a charge of  suspi-
cion.

Glen Alden Coal 
leader dead at 68

Edward Griffith, presi-
dent of  Glen Alden Coal, 
died the evening of  Oct. 24 at 

his Kingston home of  a 
heart attack. He was 68 
years old.

His unexpected death had 
the anthracite industry at a 
loss because of  Glen Alden’s 
place as one of  the world’s 
largest anthracite-producing 
companies.

Griffith got his start in the 
mines as a laborer in 1901 
with the Lehigh & Wilkes-
Barre Coal Co. after graduat-
ing from Bloomsburg Nor-
mal School (now Blooms-
burg University of  
Pennsylvania). He would lat-
er be transferred to opera-
tion and by 1931 was the 
director of  Lehigh & Wilkes-
Barre Coal Co. He would lat-
er become president of  Glen 
Alden in 1947.

In addition to his coal 
mine work, he was a mem-

ber of  the board of  directors 
of  the Wilkes-Barre General 
Hospital, the American 
Society of  Mining and Met-
allurgical Engineers, the 
Scranton-Springbrook 
Water Service Co. and the 
First National Bank of  Wil-
kes-Barre. He also served as 
a trustee for Wilkes College 
and Wyoming Seminary.

He was preceded in death 
by his wife, Helen. He was 
survived by a daughter, Mrs. 
William Brenton; son, 
Edward; two grandchildren 
and two sisters.
