This is the statement given by Alexander Givnitov and taken by Mike Bedrosian from Investigative Intel at the above date and time.

On Friday, October 28, 2005 at 12:20 p.m., I was involved in an automobile accident that occurred on Highway 410 southbound near the junction of Highway 401 and Highway 403 in Brampton, Ontario.  This is my first and only accident I have ever been involved in whether it is driving a truck or a car.  I have been driving a truck now with an AZ license in Canada for about 6 years.  However, I also drove a truck in Russia for approximately 14 years; 2 of which were with the Army.  I have had a regular class G driver’s license in Canada for 14 years; however, I have had another 13 years of driving experience in Russia prior to arriving in Canada. 

At the time of the accident I was employed by Renko Transport of St. Catharines, Ontario and had been so for approximately 3 years.  The only time off I had after the accident was the time it took for the truck to be repaired, which was approximately 3 days.  I was not suspended from work, nor did I take any time off of work due to injuries from this accident, as I was not injured.  I continued to work for Renko Transport for approximately 6 months after the accident. Afterwards, I left the company by my own choice in order to work for Highway Trucking as they provided medical benefits at the time.  Their policy concerning benefits then changed after I had been employed for approximately 1 year and I decided to leave the company and seek employment with my current employer, Northern Logistics based in St. Catharines.  My current supervisor is Ms. Olivia Norka at 905-934-1810.  I currently work between 50 and 70 hours per week earning a rate at $0.50 per kilometer driven.  I have been employed with Northern Logistics for approximately one year now.
On the morning of the accident, I traveled from St. Catharines to Brampton in order to deliver a fully loaded trailer.  After this delivery, I arrived at the Husky truck stop on Courtney Park in Brampton and waited for dispatch to contact me in order to let me know my next delivery, as I had only worked for a few hours on this date.  I waited at the truck stop for approximately 1 hour. I did not consume any drugs or alcohol while at the rest station.  After dispatch contacted me they indicated that there were no more deliveries in the area and that I could come back to St. Catharines.  I drove my truck and the empty trailer onto Highway 410 south and approximately 10 minutes later, the accident occurred.  I was the only occupant in my truck at the time of the accident.  The weather conditions were clear and dry.

As I approached the junction of Highway 401 and 403, I was in the far right hand lane.  However, I changed lanes, as this lane would have taken me onto Highway 401 when I needed to take the Highway 403 exit.  Therefore, I moved my truck into the right lane of Highway 403.  A diagram of my recollection of the accident scene has also been provided with this statement.  I remained in this lane for approximately 200-250 meters and did not move my truck to any other lanes.  I noticed that traffic up ahead had become congested and I slowed my truck down.  I believe I had approximately 100 meters between me and the vehicle in front of me.  My truck was equipped with a governor that limited its speed to 110 km/hr.  At the time of the accident, I was travelling approximately 40-50 km/hr while slowing down.  

While in the right hand lane at the junction of Highway 403, I then observed a vehicle approach in the left hand lane that was travelling slightly faster than my truck.  The vehicle was observed in my driver’s side mirror.  I cannot comment on the range of its speed at the time.  This was the first and only time I observed this vehicle while on the highway.  I do recall the vehicle decreasing speed, as the driver had now appeared to observe the congestion up ahead.  However, the vehicle, without warning, merged into my lane and struck the front left corner of my truck.  I do not remember if its turning indicator was activated.  Also, I do not remember the distance between this vehicle and the vehicle in front of it in the left hand lane.  From here, it veered to the left and onto the left shoulder of the road and came to a stop approximately 30-50 meters south of my truck. The car did not roll as a result of its maneuver.   I adjusted the truck from the impact by moving it slightly to the right and then back again to the left.  I was not changing lanes at the time of the impact.  I stopped the truck on the highway and it was positioned approximately one foot over into the left lane.  My trailer was completely in the right lane.  I called 911 on my cell phone and informed them about the accident.  I was not injured as a result of the collision and I wore my seat belt during this time as well. I also wear prescription eyeglass while driving and was wearing them at the time of the accident.  My radio was not in use and I was not distracted by my CB radio at the time of the impact.  At this time, I do not know why this vehicle attempted to change lanes.  Unfortunately, I cannot comment as to whether it had enough room to move in front of my truck given the distance between it and the car in front of it.

A few minutes later, I exited the truck and walked toward the other vehicle.  At this time, I observed the female driver, as I know her name now as Ms. Pilna, standing near the rear of her vehicle.  I asked her if she was “O.K.” but she only replied, “Don’t talk to me”.  I did not observe any blood on her body nor did I observe any physical injuries on her body.  Ms. Pilna did not move or support herself in a way suggesting she had any physical injuries, such as holding her arm, head/neck, wincing or limping.  I noticed that her driver’s side airbag had deployed and her vehicle experienced damage to the front right bumper and headlight.  I cannot remember if the passenger’s side airbag deployed.  Moments later, she sat down behind her vehicle in one continuous motion showing no outward signs of pain or physical discomfort.  At this time, I walked back toward my truck and waited for the police to arrive.  Upon approaching my truck, I did observe skid marks on the highway, but do not know if they were made from Ms. Pilna’s vehicle, as I do not recall hearing braking noise prior to or subsequent to the collision.  Also, I did notice damage to my front left bumper, fender and tire.  Prior to the accident, my truck was in good condition.

Approximately 10 minutes later, the police and ambulance arrived on the scene.   During this time, neither my vehicle nor Ms. Pilna’s vehicle were moved from its position.  Also, no witnesses came forth and spoke to Ms. Pilna or me. I recall two uniformed police officers and one non-uniformed officer at the scene.  There might have been more officers, but this is all I can remember.  One of the uniformed officers spoke with me and took notes as I was explaining what had happened.  He then informed me to move my truck onto the right shoulder under the bridge located up ahead in order for traffic to continue moving.  I do not know if the other officer spoke to Ms. Pilna at the same time I was being interviewed.  However, I do recall observing her entering the ambulance unassisted without the use of a stretcher or head and neck brace.  Other than this, I cannot comment further on her movements at that time.  Approximately 20 minutes later, the officer approached my vehicle.  I was not charged in this accident as he stated, “Fault could not be determined.”   I read and signed the statement he provided as to the details surrounding the accident.  I believe it was approximately 1-2 pages.  I did not receive a copy of this statement.  However, I am granting Investigative Intel, acting as an agent for ABC Insurance Company, or Wilson & Associates, the lawyers representing ABC Insurance Company in this accident, permission to obtain a copy of my signed statement on the date of the accident from the Ontario Provincial Police.  

I departed the area afterward and drove back to St. Catharines.  Once again, I was not injured from the accident, and therefore have not missed any work because of it.  I am not on any modified duties and can perform my duties with no difficulties.

I have read the above statement consisting of 3 pages and find it to be true and accurate to the best of my knowledge and recollection.  I have also been given the opportunity to make changes and corrections.
