COLLEGE SCHOLARSHIP CONTEST

undergraduate or graduate student in an accredited college or university, school of nursing, medical
school, business school or law school;

AND

The applicant’s college, university or school, if affiliated with the Parade, must have paid its 2014
affiliation fee or the applicant must be a family member of any person belonging to an organization
which has paid its 2014 affiliation fee to the NYC St. Patrick’s Day Parade Committee. (Family
members may include son, daughter, spouse, brother, sister, niece, nephew, grandchild, grandniece,
grandnephew and great grandchild.)

1.2 Applicant must have completed and postmarked his/her research paper with the official
application form attached no later than TUESDAY, APRIL 1, 2014.

1.3 Research Paper contest winners will be announced by Monday, May 19, 2014.

The applicant’s high school, if affiliated with the Parade, must have paid its 2014 affiliation fee or the
applicant must be a family member of any person belonging to an organization which has paid its
2014 affiliation fee to the NYC St. Patrick’s Day Parade Committee. (Family members may include
son, daughter, spouse, brother, sister, niece, nephew, grandchild, grandniece, grandnephew, and great
grandchild.)

2.2 Applicant must have completed and postmarked his/her research paper with the official
application form attached no later than TUESDAY, APRIL 1, 2014.

2.3 Research Paper contest winners will be announced by Monday, May 19, 2014.

$500, respectively.

5.1.1 A number of raters, who will not be provided with any identifying information
regarding the names of the applicants or their affiliations, will independently rate
each paper, based upon standards established by the members of the St. Patrick’s
Day Parade and Celebration Scholarship Committee.
