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Kit : Training Requirements  

• Girls may train in any sensible sports clothes, particularly ones that will keep them 
warm and dry. Please have appropriate waterproof clothing and woolly hats if 
necessary.  

• Please wear appropriate footwear i.e. sports shoes - not fashion trainers as they 
have no support.  

• Gloves are NOT permitted for netball, and are against All England netball rules 
unless you have a medical reason. However, AAS allow “sticky grip” gloves for 
TRAINING ONLY.  

• Jewelry may NOT worn under any circumstances. This includes watches and fitbits. 
Earrings MUST be removed, they MAY NOT be taped.  

• Hair MUST be tied back, nails MUST be short.  

Kit : Match Requirements  

AAS Minis  
AAS Minis rarely have matches and so do not need match kit. However, all kit is available to 
buy if desired.  

Year 5 and Year 6  
Year 5 and 6 do not need to wear club kit for matches; but they may like to. If they do not 
have match kit, they should wear black shorts/skort/leggings, and white or purple tops for 
matches.  
 
Year 7 and above 
Girls in Year 7 and above must wear AAS black and purple match tops and match skorts for 
matches.  

• We recommend long sleeve black skins to wear under tops in cold weather, and we 
recommend having black leggings to wear under skorts. AAS branded skins and 
leggings are available to purchase if desired. 

• Gloves are NOT permitted for netball, and are against All England netball rules 
unless you have a medical reason. However, AAS are allowing “sticky grip” gloves for 
TRAINING ONLY.  

• Woolly hats may be worn in matches if required.  AAS branded headbands to keep 
ears warm are available to purchase if desired. 

• Jewelry may NOT be worn under any circumstances. This includes watches and 
fitbits, and even spare hairbands. Earrings MAY NOT be taped. They MUST be 
removed.  

• Hair MUST be tied back, nails MUST be short.  
• ‘Hoodies’ are not allowed (against All England netball rules) unless the hoods are 

tucked in at the back.
