8. Say Thank You. 

9. Attempt to make someone laugh. 

10. Take a moment to listen. 

11. Pray for others in need. 

12. Accept someone different than you. 

13. Start using the phrase “I hear you…” rather than 

needing to share your own story. 

14. Ask Questions. 

15. Change how you talk to yourself. 

16. Live in God’s Truth. 

17. Attend service with an focused mind. 

18. Pass on the sunshine. 

19. Speak Kindly. 

20. Smile. 

July may have 31 days and the list above only has 20.  Believe and listen for His voice to guide you in situations 

where His Grace is the response.  Share His Grace with others and as C.S Lewis  reminds us ‘”Don’t shine so others 

can see you, shine so that through you others can see Him.”  Growing in Grace will only take you farther than  

imagined and that much closer to our amazing Father.
