The Child Connection Center (CCC) provides easy
access to informal and confidential support services
designed to strengthen families of participating
schools.

The CCC is designed to nurture healthy relationships
among students and their families and promote
student development in social, emotional, behavioral
and mental health so that each child has the
opportunity to reach academic and personal success.

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HOW CAN CCC HELP MY CHILD?

© Provides social work support services that
encourage positive youth development and
well-being

@ Assigns case management services to track
student progress and development

@ Offers behavior support plans to promote positive
behaviors and goal setting

@ Teaches social skills and character development
to assist students with social development and
relationship building

© Connects students and families to local
community events

@ |dentifies natural support systems designed to help

HOW CAN CCC HELP ME?

@ Provides access to social workers at home or at
school to provide family assessments, develop
family plans and offer helpful resource information

@ Involves families with student support services and
behavior plans to help address student and family
needs as a whole

@ Offers workshops by program partners on topics
such as positive parenting, financial
strengthening, resume writing, etc.

@ Connects families to community events through
one-on-one services, small group workshops
and community-based programs

@ Provides case management services and
development of family plans

Speaking with a professional from the Child
Connection Center (CCC) will help to provide insight
and information about on-site school resources,
community-based services and natural support
systems designed to assist your child and family in
achieving individualized goals.

What happens at a visit to “CCC?”

A. The CCC professional will listen to the concerns
of the student or parent/guardian and provide
support, perspective, strategies for addressing the
concerns and offer suggestions for resources.

What is a “Case Manager?”

A. A Case Manager will help connect the family
with appropriate resources within the district and
local community. CCC case managers are offered
to families as needed and will work in collaboration
with community-based agencies to provide families
opportunities to develop goals and objectives
through an interactive family plan.
