Meeting Minutes

September 14th, 2020
Zoom Meeting

The regular business meeting of the Board of Fire Commissioner’ of Skagit County Fire District #9 was called to order at 6:02 p.m. by Commissioner Gubrud.  The next business meeting is scheduled for Monday, October 12th at 6:00 p.m.  The meeting minutes of August 10th were approved as written.  Present were Commissioner Gubrud, Commissioner Harmon, Commissioner Thomson, Chief Berg, Assistant Chief Miner and Secretary Berg.  Community members John Seehorn and John Verdoes also called into the meeting.  
Correspondence:  N/A
Old Business:  

Generator – Commissioner Gubrud gave a quick update on the status of the generator.  The generator was delivered but needs a few repairs.  The tanks will be set the beginning of October. 
Call Report – Chief Berg gave an update on the call volume for 2020.  We have responded to 208 calls this year.  For the month of August, we responded to 18 calls.  
New Business:  

Fire Engine – Currently we have two fire trucks that need to be replaced.  Chief Berg has started looking into options. The cost of trucks are going up about 3% a year.  Commissioner Harmon volunteered to look into the details.
Chief’s Report:  
· 921 – Engine 921 broke down during the parade on Friday.  It had to be towed to Freightliner.
· Wild Fires – Chief Berg is just watching the wild fires.

· Brush Truck – The brush truck is back in service.  It still needs a few miscellaneous items (such as a chainsaw).

· Mount Vernon Surplus Fire Engine – The City Council turned down our offer for the rehab truck.

· Washer / Dryer – The washer and dryer have been installed.

· Monies – We have received recently, $2,400 for the WSP grant, $3,681 for the Public Assistant Grant and the DNR has paid $4,000 for rent.

· Station Signage – Chief Berg received a donation of two lighted signs (2’x7’).  He would like to add them to the building.  The cost would be approximately $3,600 to convert them to LED and change out the logo.  The Commissioners agreed to move forward with looking into it.

· Academy – We have four firefighters in the Cedardale Academy.

· Recruits – We have received three new applications in the last couple of weeks.  This brings our roster to 37 volunteers and 3 support members.

· A past Big Lake volunteer passed away on Saturday morning.

Assistant Chief Report: 

· Tender Credit – Assistant Chief Miner is reconnecting with the other Districts to start back up with trying to get a tender credit.  It had been on hold due to Covid. 

· Active 911 – Assistant Chief Miner would like to see access codes for people’s gates in Active 911.

· ESO – Approximately 75% of the firefighters have been trained on ESO.

· Response Zones – Assistant Chief Miner is just finishing writing up plans for each zone and topic.  He will be meeting with the officers to discuss.
Public Comments:  John Verdoes asked if the new engine we are looking into would be replacing an engine and Chief Berg stated that yes, the new engine would replace the 1984 engine.
Executive Session:  N/A
Commissioner Thomson made a motion to approve payroll check #’s 3126-3132 and EFTPS in the amount of $3,251.61 and accounts payable check #s 3133-3151 in the amount of $40,227.08. Commissioner Harmon seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
