The Hayfield Farm Swim and Dive Teams are back and competing in the Northern Virginia 
Swim League (NVSL), Division 14 for Swim Team and Division 4 for Dive Team. Memories 

will be made filled with fun, friendship, athletic development, and team building!

This year we welcome our new Head Swim Coach, Brett Eanes and new Head Dive
Coach, Fin Belt. They each bring experience and enthusiasm and are excited to work with 

our swimmers and divers, bringing fresh ideas to our program. Our team begins after 
school practices on Monday, May 20th and then switches to morning practices on Monday, 

June 17th. Many of our team members have conflicting activities, so don't worry if you 
cannot make all of the practices. We will have competitive “A” and developmental “B” meets 
this summer for swim. Swimmers and divers must be registered before starting practice 

and be current members or leaseholders for the 2024 season. 
All new swimmers need an evaluation.

We do have a new team suit this year for both swim and dive. This will be the team 
suit for ‘24 and ‘25. There is no obligation to buy a new suit. Swimmers and divers may 

wear previous team suits for meets. To purchase a new one, you have several options. The 
team suit sale at the pool is scheduled for Thursday, May 23rd, from 4-7 or suits can be 
purchased online at our Swim Outlet team store or by visiting Sports Fair in Arlington. 

Just let them know you‛re with Hayfield Farm. Additionally on Wednesday, May 22 from 
5:30-6:30pm, the Hayfield Farm Swim & Dive team will be hosting its Annual *Used* 
Swimsuit Sale, during which families can buy *gently used* practice suits, summer 

competition suits, and practice fins. Suits at the *Used* suit sale may be limited as 
availability will be based on the donations received.

HFSC also has a pre-swim team program called Mini Hawks. This program is geared 
towards swimmers who are not quite ready for competitive swimming but are interested in 

the team in the future. Unlike swimming lessons, we focus on skills such as streamlining, 
starting dives and stroke technique. To register for Mini Hawks, swimmers must be 4 
years old as of June 1, 2024. All new Mini Hawks must be evaluated before they are 

registered. Please check the website for more information about having 
your Mini Hawk swimmer evaluated.
