Nia Odeoti Hassan made a motion to approve; Becky Owens seconded. Minutes approved as printed.

El ecton of Nominatng Commitee Members

Two members of the previous branch board, Sandy Hockenyos and Robin Coats Gauss, and two branch members at
large, Barbara McKean and Sharon Ruda, were recommended by the board to serve on the nominating committee with
Chair Pam Hughes. Becky Owens seconded their nomination. There were no additional nominations from the floor. The
nominees were elected by voice vote.

President’'s Report

Sally Vogl reported that she attended the AAUW National Convention in Washington D.C. in June, where new AAUW
CEO Kim Churches and new Board Chair Julia Brown were introduced. She said a $10 national dues increase will take
effect next year. She participated in Lobby Day during the convention and was greatly impressed by the National AAUW
staff. The next convention will take place in 2020, to coincide with the 100" anniversary of women’s right to vote. Sally
explained the National AAUW preference for unrestricted donations so they can be used where needed most, since
scholarships and the Legal Advocacy Fund are already well-funded.

Sally announced that the branch board voted at the August meeting to discontinue our annual Expanding Your Hori-
zons Conference due to four years of declining attendance, increased costs, and other factors. She said there would be
a Farewell Party for Ann Marie Boer on August 31 at the Stone Creek Club House, 2116 Brook Stone Drive. Vinnie Gupta
asked about ERA efforts, and Marcia Wherry gave an update.
