Missions are per the Expanded Missions in the More Missions from www.team-yankee.com with
exception that Fighting Withdrawal is to be rerolled and is barred from use

Plavers choose Attack/Manoeuvre/Defend and match to their onponent choice to get mission

Scoring will be on number of Wins. A Win trumps a Loss every time. Should there be concern about a
time out, advise umpire as soon as possible however deliberate slow play will be penalised! At the end
of each game, advise umpire if the score was Win or Loss to you AND how many VP’s each player got.

e Where there are players with same score at the end of the fifth round, the first countback is “Did
the players face each other?” If so, the higher scoring player is accorded the benefit of the tie.

e If the two did NOT play each other or the result was a draw or tie, the next countback is to add up
VPs for their five opponents each throughout the weekend. The higher total VP of their
combined opponents indicates a higher standard of opponent and will grant the countback win
to that person. If this doesn’t work, roll a dice!
