PUBLIC FORUM – Sue Kaczmarek inquired about the road work on Main Street and cleaning the ditches.   Areas torn up by the hydrant replacements will be repaired and because of the rainy weather this spring, ditches have not been cleaned out yet.  Motion by Sandy, second by Fred, to approve the request of Linda Tiffany to keep three (3) dogs at her resident, 510 State Street, pending proof that the dogs are vaccinated and licensed and the Village Board will rescind this exception if there are problems with the dogs.  Motion carried.
Motion by Angie, second by Sandy, to approve the minutes of June 18, 2019 regular board meeting.    Motion carried.

SEWER, WATER – It was reported that a test recirculation needs to be done and then the Utility Department will see how that goes.  Motion by Richard, second by Sandy, to approve August Winter pay request #11 for the well house for $18,070.65.  Motion carried.  Motion by Richard, second by Sandy, to approve Egbert Excavating pay request #1 for the hydrant project for $81,590.75.  Motion carried.  Motion by Richard, second by Sandy, to rescind the motion to approve August Winter pay request #11 for the well house in the amount of $18,070.65.  Motion carried.  Motion by Belinda, second by Richard, to approve August Winter pay request #11 for only $3,062.00, invoice MSA for 
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the Change Order 3.1 for $4,810.82 and Change Order 4.1 for $10,661.18 for a total of $15,472.00 and once MSA pays the Village, the Village will pay August Winters.  Motion carried.  Motion by Richard, second by Sandy, to table MSA Invoice #12 for $12,730 until MSA pays the above-mentioned invoice of $15,472.00.  Motion carried.  Motion by Richard, second by Sandy, to table the sale of old hydrants until the Utility Department determines their value.  Motion carried.
