Meeting Minutes

January 11th, 2021
Zoom Meeting

The regular business meeting of the Board of Fire Commissioners of Skagit County Fire District #9 was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Commissioner Gubrud.  The next business meeting is scheduled for Monday, February 8th at 6:00 p.m.  The meeting minutes of December 7th were approved as written.  Present were Commissioner Gubrud, Commissioner Harmon, Commissioner Thomson, Chief Berg, Assistant Chief Miner and Secretary Berg.  Firefighter Phill Zimmerman as well as community members John Seehorn and John Verdoes also called into the meeting.

Old Business:  

Newsletter – Secretary Berg is planning on sending out a newsletter sometime this month.  
Fire Engine – Commissioner Harmon did not have any new news on the fire engine.

Facilities Requests – We are still not taking any requests to use our facility. 
2020 Stipends – Commissioner Harmon made a motion to approve the stipends presented by Assistant Chief Miner in the amount of $23,720.83.  Commissioner Thomson seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.  The stipends will be paid out in February.

Payroll – Commissioner Thomson made a motion to change the secretary pay from an hourly rate to a flat rate of $1,000 per month effective January 2021.  Commissioner Harmon seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.  

Call Report – Chief Berg gave an update on the call volume for 2020.  We responded to 296 calls for 2020.
New Business: 
Chair / Vice Chair – Commissioner Harmon made a motion to elect Mike Gubrud the chair for 2021 and Bruce Thomson the vice chair for 2021.  Commissioner Thomson seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.  
Chief’s Report:  
· Firefighters Phill Zimmerman and Bill Vervaart went to Oregon to pick up the DNR / Forest Service brush truck.  The Forest Service will reimburse us for maintenance costs.  Chief Berg is thinking about selling the 2001 brush truck.
· Chief Berg received a PSE grant to change out our outside lighting.  He is hoping this will help keep out some of the loitering that’s been going on behind the station.
· The firefighters have been doing rig checks instead of training.
· The 2001 Pierce had a fitting rot out and was out of service for a couple of days.

· The AFG grant is now open.  Chief Berg is contemplating trying to go for bunker gear again and/or a new fire truck.

· Chief Berg was approached by residents on the back side of Nookachamps about getting approval for a driveway.  He informed them that they are actually in District 4’s fire district and that he couldn’t give them approval.  He thinks that the people over there need to be informed that they are not in our fire district.

· 9 firefighters were vaccinated at the fairgrounds last week. (Assistant Chief Miner organized the list).
Assistant Chief Report: 

· Assistant Chief Miner updated the company rosters.
· Assistant Chief Miner has been managing Active 911 and ESO.

· Assistant Chief Miner has created a list of new drivers to train.

· Assistant Chief Miner also dealt with the issues on 921.
