Since then, RPAL has
sponsored many diverse programs in an attempt to enrich the
lives of Roseville youth. RPAL utilizes the California Children's
Outdoor Bill of Rights adopted by the California Round Table
on Recreation, Parks, and Tourism because of recent concerns
about youth detachment from outdoor activities, lack of
physical exercise, and increased health risks. Numerous studies
document that children who participate in these activities are
healthier, do better in school, have better social skills, stronger
self-image, and lead more fulfilled lives. We participate in a
variety of field trips including swimming, fishing, hiking, paint ball

and camping
