Reflection is a key element of Critical Thinking Through Literature. Students keep
literary journals and record important points, insights, and thoughts generated by their
readings. Journals then become the spring- board for class discussion and debate.

As students reflect on themes, they gain deeper insight to conflicts and challenges
facing humanity. Such awareness increases their understanding and compassion,
especially for people of different times, beliefs and cultures. Literature is a transport to
a world teaming with divergent views, unexplored possibilities and foreign realities.
Stepping outside the known and familiar boundaries of their experiences, students
encounter new adventures and make new discoveries, expanding their world-view
and adding richness to their life.

Although this is not a writing class, students have opportunity to develop and support
thesis statements with ideas and insights gained from literature. Moreover, the course
challenges students to explore their own thoughts rather than conform to someone
else’s opinions. Empowering students with this freedom encourages them to think
independently and take ownership for their beliefs.

The best part about this literature course, however, is that it is not about right or
wrong answers; we are not asking those kinds of questions! It's not about getting
through a book; that’s not our purpose. Instead, it's about getting into the book and
learning how literature reveals truth about life, truth, people and very often truth about
ourselves.

Critical Thinking through Literature: It's inspiring; it's challenging; it's enlightening!
Not only that, it's fun, and everyone has a voice and an opportunity to be heard!

Course Information: Students receive a packet for each book with a weekly
assignment schedule, vocabulary list and project paper. Assignments are intended for
daily study; however, they are guidelines, not requirements. The packets offer a
robust literature program for home school students and promote a study discipline for
long-term learning.
