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Final AG Covenant Restatement Ready—Vote set to begin in September. 
Provision for Storage Sheds Removed After a Straw Poll Shows Residents Split

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A final draft the proposed Andover Glen Covenant Restatement is now available at www.andoverglen.org. After much discussion and a straw poll of a sizable number of residents, the provision for allowing storage sheds under certain restrictions was removed. The poll showed that residents were fairly even split on this issue. Since the covenant restatement must pass by a 2/3 majority of AG residents (67 households), the Board felt that the overall passage of the updated and restated covenants was far more important than any single issue and so the language to allow sheds was removed. Also removed was language that would allow the Board the ability of waiving dues for residents in cases of financial hardship. A straw poll showed that this item was also too controversial and might be a reason that some would vote against the overall covenant restatement.  On the other side, there were some other items that were amended and put into the final version of the restatement.  The addition of new wood shingles to homes will no longer be allowed. No one has added new wood shingles in many years, and those replacing their roofs have chosen either the high definition tri-laminate, or tile roofs. The reason new wood shingles were removed is that they pose a very high fire risk.  Of course, current wood-shingled homes in AG would NOT be affected by this change.

The voting process for the new covenant restatements is set to begin at the Annual meeting, scheduled for Monday, September 13th, at 7 p.m. at Shalom Park. To be in attendance at the meeting will be the attorney hired by the association to assist in the preparation of the restatements. The attorney will give a brief presentation and be available to answer questions. While the vote will begin at the September meeting, it will take place over a period of months, and if you are not in attendance at the annual meeting, you can anticipate being contacted by one of the AG Board members to gather your vote. 
In addition to the proposed restated covenants, on the website you’ll also find the proposed updated Bylaws, as well as summaries that give the details of the changes between the new and older documents. In general, the new covenants will modernize the language of our covenants as well as clarify certain provisions. They will continue to provide a strong basis for a high quality neighborhood.
