
 

HOLY SPIRIT SOAKING 

 

I am the Holy Spirit.  I was with God in the beginning before the earth 

was formed.  The earth was without form, and void; and darkness was on 

the face of the deep and I, the Spirit of God, was hovering over the face of 

the waters (Gen. 1:2 (NKJV).  When God said light be, I, the Holy Spirit, was the 

power that made it be. (Gen. 1:3 (NKJV) Thus says the LORD, your Redeemer, 

and He who formed you from the womb: "I am the LORD, who makes all 

things, Who stretches out the heavens all alone, Who spreads abroad the 

earth by Myself” (Is. 44:24).  God himself formed the earth and made it; he has 

established it, he created it.  He spoke and I the Spirit of God made it.  We 

made it for you, to be inhabited by our children (Is. 45:18)  You brethren are the  

beloved of the Lord, because God has from the beginning chose you to 

salvation through sanctification of Me, the Spirit of God and belief of the 

truth (2 Thess. 2:13), Jesus Christ the way the truth and the life (John 14:16).  

    When God made man from the dust of the earth He breathed Me, 
the Spirit of Life, into his nostrils (Gen. 2:7).  God, your Father in heaven, Your 
maker, formed you in the womb, He formed your inward parts and I, the 
Holy Spirit, covered you in your Mother’s womb (Ps.139:13).  You are fearfully 
and wonderfully made (Ps. 139:14).  You whom we have created for God’s glory 
(Is. 43:7)  through Me will declare God’s praise (Is. 43:21)  When you were born of 
water from your Mother’s womb (John 3:5), God who makes all things (Prov. 26:10), 
breathed His Spirit, the Holy Spirit, Me, into your mortal flesh and gave your 
mortal body life.   Without Me there is no life, no, not even for a little while. 

   
I am the Holy Spirit that came upon Mary and the power of the 

Highest that overshadowed Mary and the holy child, Jesus Christ, the Son 
of God, was born (Luke 1:35).  I was there in Mary’s womb as Jesus, the son of 
man, was being formed (Jer. 1:5).  I was also in Elizabeth’s womb as John the 
Baptist was being formed (Luke 1:41).  That is why John jumped for joy in 
Elizabeth’s womb when he recognized me (Luke 1:44).  I am in all creation.  
When Jesus was baptized by John I came down from heaven like a dove 
and rested on Him (Matt.3:16).  I, the Spirit of God, was in Him and rested on 
Him and all righteousness was performed (Matt. 3:15).  In Me is the Spirit of 
righteousness for I conform to the divine will in purpose, thought and action 



(Heb. 5:13 Amp.).  Just as I dwell in you and rest upon you, and you are the 
righteousness of God (Rom. 3:22).  For the righteousness of the law will be 
fulfilled in you, who walk not after the flesh, but after Me, the Spirit of God. 
(Rom. 8:4)  God Himself has given me as a gift to you (Acts 2:38).  I am called the 
Glory of God (1 Pet. 4:14).  I am with you always, the hope of glory (Col. 1:27). 

 
In the ancient times I, the Holy Spirit, rested on the mighty men of 

God for prophecy never came by the will of man, but holy men of God 
spoke as they were moved by the Holy Spirit. (2 Pet. 1:21)  I am the Spirit of 
wisdom. Dwell in Me and I will give you a mouth and wisdom, which all 
your adversaries shall not be able to contradict or resist (Luke 21:15). You are 
enriched in everything by Me in all utterance and all knowledge (1 Cor. 1:5) 
You shall speak the wisdom of God in a mystery, even the hidden wisdom, 
which God ordained before the world for your glory (1 Corinthians 2:7).   In Me is 
the manifold wisdom of God (Eph. 3:10) and I will teach you the depth of the 
riches both of the wisdom and knowledge of God (Rom. 11:33) so you are filled 
with the knowledge of His will in all wisdom and spiritual understanding.  
I am the Spirit of understanding.   In me the eyes of your understanding 
will be enlightened; that you may know what is the hope of your calling, and 
what the riches of the glory of Christ’s inheritance in the you,  and what is 
the exceeding greatness of My power toward you when you believe (Eph. 1:18-

19).  I give you an understanding, that you may know Him that is true, and 
know that you are in Him that is true (1 John 5:20) for in Me you have perfect 
understanding (Luke 1:3) , you are mature in understanding (1 Cor. 14:20) , and you 
will understand the scriptures (Luke 24:45), having understanding in all things (2 

Tim.  2:7)
  that your heart be encouraged, being knit together in love with God 

the Father, Christ the Son and all the brethren, in Me you will attain all the 
riches of the full assurance of understanding, to the knowledge of the 
mystery of God, both of the Father and of Christ (Col. 2:2)  I am the Spirit of 
counsel, for when you seek God and He gives you instruction, it is My 
voice that you hear.  I am the Spirit of might. I am the Spirit who raised 
Jesus from the dead and I dwell in you (Rom. 8:11) and in Me you are 
strengthened with might in the inner man (Eph. 3:16), My strength is made 
perfect in your weakness (2 Cor. 12:9).  I am the Spirit of knowledge.  I shined 
in your heart, to give the light of the knowledge of the glory of God (2 Cor. 4:6) 
and the excellency of the knowledge of Christ (Phil. 3:8) you are filled with the 
knowledge of his will in all wisdom and spiritual understanding (Col. 1:9) 

increasing in the knowledge of God (Col. 1:10) that your love may abound yet 
more and more and extend to its fullest development in knowledge and all 
keen insight that your love may display itself in greater depth of 



acquaintance with Me and more comprehensive discernment, so that you 
may surely learn to sense what is vital, and approve and prize what is 
excellent and of real value recognizing the highest and the best, and 
distinguishing the moral differences, and that you may be untainted and 
pure and unerring and blameless so that with hearts sincere and certain 
and unsullied, you may approach the day of Christ not stumbling nor 
causing others to stumble (Philp. 1:9-10 Amp.) until you come in the unity of the 
faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the 
measure of the stature of the fullness of Jesus Christ. (Eph. 4:13) 
I am the Spirit of the fear of the Lord. (Is. 11:2)  I will teach you the fear of 
the LORD (Ps. 34:11) The fear of the LORD is clean, enduring forever (Ps. 19:9); it 
is the instruction of wisdom (Prov. 15:33) and the beginning of knowledge (Prov. 1:7).  
The secret of the LORD is with those who fear Him, and when you fear the 
Lord I, the Holy Spirit, will show you My covenant (Ps. 25:14) and tell you my 
secrets (Eph. 3:5), In the fear of the Lord, I, the Spirit of the Lord, will instill in 
you  strong confidence: and my children shall have a place of refuge (Prov. 

14:26) for I am a fountain of life, to depart from the snares of death. (Prov. 14:27)  
By humility and the fear of the Lord through ME, THE SPIRIT OF THE LORD, 
you will receive riches, and honor, and life (Prov. 22:4) and I will prolong your 
days (Prov. 10:27)   

 

I am the Spirit of the Son, Jesus Christ, I am in your heart, joined 
to your spirit which calls out Abba Father (Gal. 4:6).  But you, with unveiled 
face, seeing yourself as a reflection of the glory of the Lord, are increasing 
in splendor, for I am transforming you into the image of Jesus Christ, from 
glory to glory.  (2 Cor. 3:18)  When you received Jesus as your Lord and Savior, 
God gave you the right to be called His child because He sent the Spirit of 
His Son (Gal.4:6), the Holy Spirit, Me, to you to dwell in you and rest upon you.  
I bear witness with your spirit that you are a child of God (Rom. 8:16).  
Through Me you were born again (John 3:3), you were born of the Holy Spirit 
and you received eternal life (John 3:5).  You were baptized in Me, totally 
immersed in me (Matt. 3:11).  You became a new creation, you became a Spirit 
man and the old things passed away (2 Cor. 5:17).  Through Me you can enter 
the Kingdom of God (John 3:5).  For the kingdom of God is not eating and 
drinking, but righteousness and peace and joy in the Holy Spirit. (Rom. 14:17)  
The Kingdom of God is within you (Luke 17:21), in your heart for I am in your 
heart joined to your spirit and one with you (John 17:22).  Because I dwell in you, 
you can now enter the Most Holy Place (Heb. 9:12) because you are Holy (Eph. 1:4) 
in both body and spirit (1 Cor. 7:34).  Because I dwell in you, you are now a 
citizen of heaven (Eph. 2:19), a child of God, a joint heir with Jesus Christ, a son 



of God (Gal. 4:7) and I became in you a spring of living water giving you eternal 
life (John 4:10).  
 

I am the One who washes you.  I am the One who sanctifies you.  I 
am the One who justifies you in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ (1 Cor. 6:11).  
I am the One who restores you (Ps. 23:3).  Not by works of righteousness 
which you have done, but according to His mercy He saved you, through 
the washing of regeneration and renewing of your spirit man through 
communion with Me (2 Cor. 13:14), the Holy Spirit (Titus 3:5).  I make you perfect, I 
establish you, I strengthen you, I settle you (1 Pet. 5:10). I know the things of 
God and I make them known to you (1 Cor. 2:11).  I give you revelation of the 
deep things of God (1 Cor. 2:10).  I whisper to you the secrets of God, which in 
other ages was not made known to the sons of men, as it is now revealed 
to you (Eph. 3:5).  Only I, the Spirit of God, knows the things of God (1 Cor. 2:11)  I 
make known to you the things that God freely gives to you for you did not 
receive the spirit of the world, but the Spirit who is from God (1 Cor. 2:12).  If you 
allow me to lead you then God Almighty calls you His son (Rom. 8:14).  If you 
lean not on your own understanding but acknowledge Me within you, then I 
will direct your steps (Prov. 3:5).  Although your heart plans your way, I the Holy 
Spirit will direct your steps (Prov. 16:9).  You will not be shaken in mind, or be 
troubled in your spirit, nor confused by words of men (2 Thess. 2:2) because I am 
your helper (John 14:16).  I am the One who intercedes for you according to the 
will of God (Rom. 8:27).  Likewise I help your infirmities: for you do not know 
what you should pray: but I make intercession for you with groanings which 
cannot be uttered. (Rom, 8:26)  I am your comforter (John 15:26).  I come to you in a 
Spirit of gentleness (1 Cor. 4:21).  I am your counsel.  I am wisdom on high for 
you (James 3:17).  I am the Spirit of Truth and I guide you into all truth (John 16:13).  I 
do not speak on My own authority, but whatever I hear from the Father I will 
speak; and will tell you things to come.  (John 16:13)   I am the Spirit of love and 
I direct your heart into the love of God and into the patience of Christ (2 Thess. 

3:5).   I am the supernatural peace that Jesus gives to you (John 14:27).  I dwell in 
your inner man and I strengthen you (Eph. 3:16).  I am the joy of the Lord (1 

Thess. 1:6) which is your strength (Neh. 8:19).  I am your teacher.  I teach you all 
things that you need to know.  I bring to your remembrance all the Words of 
Jesus Christ (John 14:26).  I am the Spirit of those words and I give you life (John 

16:63).  In the time of trouble, I will teach you in that very hour what you ought 
to say (Luke 12:12). I do not speak by my own authority, but whatever I hear the 
Father say, I will speak (John 16:13).  I do not do anything of myself but just as 
Jesus says and does what the Father tells Him (John 12:49), I only do and sIay 
what the Father tells me (John 8:28).   



 
I am often called conscience because I am that voice that warns you when 

you are doing wrong.  Your ears shall hear a word behind you, saying, 

"This is the way, walk in it," Whenever you turn to the right hand or 

whenever you turn to the left  (Is. 30:21)  I am there to turn you back onto the 

narrow way of salvation (Math. 7:14) through the gates of righteousness (Ps. 118:19).  

I give you discernment so that you can discern between the spirit of truth 

(Me) and the spirit of error (Satan) (1 John 4:6).  Walk in Me and you shall not 

fulfill the lust of the flesh (Gal. 5:16) or the lust of the eye or the pride of life (1 John 

2:16).  I am the eternal Spirit, how much more shall the blood of Christ, who 

through the eternal Spirit offered Himself without spot to God, cleanse your 

conscience from dead works to serve the living God? (Heb. 9:14)  For if you live 

according to the dictates of the flesh, you will surely die. But if through My 

power you are habitually putting to death making extinct, deadening the evil 

deeds prompted by the body, you shall really and genuinely live forever.  

All who are led by the Spirit of God are sons of God so follow Me with your 

whole heart. (Rom. 8:13 Amp.)  If Christ lives in you, then although your natural 

body is dead by reason of sin and guilt, the spirit is alive because of the 

righteousness that He imputes to you.  And if I, the Spirit of Him Who 

raised up Jesus from the dead dwells in you, then I will also restore to life 

your mortal short-lived, perishable body (Rom. 8:10 AMP.).  And I will satisfy your 

mouth with good things, so that your youth is renewed like the eagle's. (Ps, 

103:5 ) and through me as your days are so shall be your strength (Duet. 33:25) 

even in old age you will decree (Luke 22:29 AMP.) the Word of the Lord and testify 

of His goodness (John 15:27).  Growing in Me, the Grace of God, you shall still 

bring forth fruit in old age; you shall be full of spiritual vitality and rich in 

health and vigor of trust, love, and contentment (Ps. 92:14 AMP.) .  

. Or do you not know that your body is the temple of the Holy Spirit 

who is in you, whom you have from God, and you are not your own? (1 Cor. 

6:19)  You are not in the flesh, you live in Me, the Spirit of God, and I dwell in 

you. (Rom. 8:9)  Clearly you are an epistle of Christ, written not with ink but by 

the Spirit of the living God, Me, not on tablets of stone but on tablets of 

flesh, that is, of the heart. (2 Cor. 3:3)  For I am circumcising your heart and 

changing you inwardly (Rom. 2:29) so that you can serve in the newness of spirit 

(Rom. 7:6).  I also quicken your mortal body by My Spirit. (Rom. 8:11)  You are the 



temple of God and I the Holy spirit dwell in you and I make you Holy (1 Cor. 

3:16).   

 
I am the power of God that raised Jesus from the dead and I am the 

One who raised Him up to sit at the right hand of God above all 

principalities, that is princes of this world, and all power and might and 

dominion (Eph. 1:20-21).  There is no power greater than Me in this world and I 

am in you (1 John 4:4).  I am the Holy Spirit, the Spirit of God of all creation (1 John 

4:4).  Because God the Father loves you without measure with an everlasting 

love (Jer. 31:3), He not only gave His only begotten son so that you could have 

eternal life and never perish (John 3:16), but He sent Me when you were still 

dead in your trespasses to make you alive together with Jesus Christ your 

Redeemer and raise you up together with Jesus Christ to sit in heavenly 

places (Eph. 2:5-8).  Nothing is impossible for Me (Matt. 19:26).  It is not by might or 

power of this world but by the Spirit of God (Zec. 4:6), the Holy Spirit that you 

dwell in victory (1 Cor. 15:57) and I always lead you in triumph, and I diffuse the 

fragrance of My knowledge in every place. (2 Cor. 2:14)  God did not give you a 

spirit of fear but a spirit of love, a spirit of power and a sound mind (2 Tim. 1:7)  I 

am love (Rom. 5:5) and you are holy and without blame before Me in love (Eph. 

1:3); and I make you increase and abound in love (1 Thess. 3:12) .  I am the power 

of the Highest (Luke 1:35) and I dwell in you and I am joined with your spirit (1 Cor. 

6:17).  Through Me you have the mind of Christ (2 Cor. 3:16), a sound mind.  God 

did not give you a spirit of bondage again to fear, but through Me He gave 

you a spirit of adoption by which you call Abba Father (Rom. 8:15).   

 
Do not grieve me (Eph. 4:30).  Of how much worse punishment, do you 

suppose, will he receive who has trampled the Son of God underfoot, 
counted the blood of the covenant by which he was sanctified a common 
thing, and insulted the Spirit of grace? (Heb. 10:29).  I am the Spirit of Grace.  
Take heed to yourself (Acts 20:28) for he who sows to his flesh will of the flesh 
reap corruption, but he who sows to Me will of My Spirit reap everlasting life 
(Gal. 6:8).   I am the One who sealed you unto the day of redemption (Eph. 4:30). I 
am the Spirit of promise (Eph. 1:13).  Do not live according to the flesh or set 
your minds on the things of the flesh, but live according to the Spirit, and 
set your mind on My things. (Rom. 8:5)  Elect according to the foreknowledge of 
God the Father, for sanctification through My Spirit and obedience of your 
spirit man for the sprinkling of the blood of Jesus Christ through Me (1 Pet. 1:2).  



Walk in Me and you shall not fulfill the lust of the flesh (Gal. 5:16).  Through Me 
grace and peace will be multiplied to you. (1 Pet. 1:2)  Allow Me to renew the 
spirit of your mind (Eph. 4:23).  By the mercy of God you are saved through My 
washing, My regeneration and My renewing of your spirit man (Tit. 3:5).  If you 
are led by Me you are not under the law (Gal. 5:18) but the spirit of life lives in 
you and the fruits of the spirit manifest in you for the profit of all. (Eph. 5:9)   

 

My fruit is in all goodness and righteousness and truth (Eph. 5:9).  Dwell, 

live and walk in My Spirit and you will abound in and be filled with the fruits 

of righteousness, of right standing with God and right doing, which come 

through Jesus Christ the Anointed One, to the honor and praise of God that 

His glory may be both manifested and recognized in you (Phil. 1:9-11 (AMP).  Hope 

does not disappoint because the love of God was poured out into your 

heart through Me (Rom. 5:5).  Joy will be your constant companion.   Peace will 

dominate your soul. (Gal. 5:22)  In Me in the hidden person of the heart you will 

possess the incorruptible beauty of a gentle and quiet spirit, which is very 

precious in the sight of God (1 Pet. 3:4).  When you return to God and rest in Me 

you have salvation and the quiet confident spirit I give you is your strength 

(1 Sam. 2:35).  By My power you are filled with all joy and peace in believing that 

you may abound in hope (Rom. 15:13).  I will manifest in you with a spirit of 

kindness. (Gal. 5:22) and you also are full of goodness, filled with all 

knowledge, able also to admonish to another. (Rom. 15:14).  But you, beloved, 

building yourselves up on your most holy faith,  praying in the My Holy 

Spirit, keep yourself in the love of God, looking for the mercy of our Lord 

Jesus Christ unto eternal life (Jude 1:20-21) that you may  receive an inheritance 

among those who are sanctified by faith in Me. (Acts 26:18)   I will strengthen 

you with all might, according to My glorious power, for all patience and 

longsuffering with joy (Col. 1:11 ) that you will walk worthy of the calling with 

which you were called, with all lowliness and gentleness, with longsuffering, 

bearing with one another in love from a pure heart, from a good 

conscience, and from sincere faith (1 Tim. 1:5), endeavoring to keep the unity of 

My Spirit in the bond of peace. (Eph. 4:1-3.  In Me you have a spirit of 

meekness and humility (1 Cor. 4:21) and gentleness (Gal. 6:1) and self control.  I 

add to your spirit man virtue, perseverance, brotherly kindness and 

godliness and through you I diffuse the fragrance of the knowledge of God 

in every place.  When you abound in Me you will be neither barren nor 

unfruitful in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ (2 Pet.1:8).  Therefore, as 

the elect of God, holy and beloved, joined to My Holy Spirit and One with 



Me, put on tender mercies, kindness, humility,  meekness, longsuffering; 

bearing with one another, and forgiving one another, if anyone has a 

complaint against another; even as Christ forgave you, so you also must 

do.  But above all these things put on love, which is the bond of perfection.  

(Col. 3:12-14)  But put on the Lord Jesus Christ, and make no provision for the 

flesh, to fulfill its lusts (Rom. 13:14).  In Me you live in peace and are edified by 

Me (Acts 9:31).  I am the consolation in Christ, the comfort of love, fellowship 

with the brethren and God, and the bowels of mercy of God and the depth 

of affection and compassionate sympathy of the brethren (Phil. 2:1).  

Endeavour to be unified with all the brethren through Me the Holy Spirit in 

the bond of peace. (Eph. 4:3)  I am called grace, I bring you the unmerited 

favor of God, appropriate and well-timed help, coming just when you need 

it (Heb. 4:16 Amp.)   I am sufficient in every circumstance, trial and tribulation (2 Cor. 

12:9).  When you abound in Me you abound in grace and every favor and 

earthly blessing come to you in abundance, so that you may always and 

under all circumstances and whatever the need be self-sufficient 

possessing enough to require no aid or support and furnished in 

abundance for every good work and charitable donation.  (2 Cor. 9:8 AMP.)  I am 

the spirit of Glory and of God and I rest on you (1 Pet. 4:14)   

 

 
   I am your weapon against the Devil and all the fallen angels.  I am a 

sword (Eph. 6:17) and I bring to your mind the Word (Eph. 6:17) that destroys all the 

devices of the Devil (2 Cor. 2:11) to kill you or steal from you or destroy your joy 

and peace and happiness (John 10:10).  I am the power behind the Word so that 

it will not return to the Father void (Is. 55:11).  Through Me you have life that is 

abundant in joy, peace and happiness and all the blessings that the Father 

pours out on you.  For out of My fullness and abundance I supply one 

grace after another and spiritual blessing upon spiritual blessing and even 

favor upon favor and gift heaped upon gift (John 1:16 AMP.).  Through Me the 

heavy burden of oppression and bondage will be taken away from your 

shoulder, and his yoke from your neck, and the yoke will be destroyed 

because of My anointing on your life. (Is. 10:27)  Now where I am there is 

liberty (2 Cor. 3:17).  I establish you in righteousness and oppression and terror 

shall not come near you (Is. 54:14).  I warn you of attacks of the enemy; when 

you listen to Me you will dwell safely, and will be secure, without fear of evil 

(Prov. 1:33)  Trust in Me and I will make you lie down in peace and sleep for I 



alone keep you safe (Ps. 4:8)  I give you counsel; I also instruct you in the night 

seasons (Ps. 16:7).  Walk in Me, the Spirit of the Lord, and take my yoke upon 

you, and learn on me; for I am meek and lowly in heart: and you shall find 

rest unto your souls.  For my yoke is easy, and my burden is light (Matt. 11:29-

30).  Having set you free from sin, you now are a slave of righteousness (Rom. 

6:18). I sustain you; I shall never permit the righteous to be moved (Ps. 55:22)  

.  

When you received Me, the gift of the Holy Spirit (Acts 2:38), you received 
power and you became a witness of the goodness of your Lord and Savior 
Jesus Christ.  (Acts 1:8).  I am the seal of your salvation (2 Tim. 2:19), the surety of 
the better covenant that you have with God Almighty through the blood of 
the lamb (Heb. 7:22). In me you speak the Word of God with boldness (Acts 4:31)  I 
am the Spirit of Truth and I testify of Jesus Christ  (John 15:26).  Without Me you 
are unable to testify that Jesus Christ came in the flesh for the Antichrist 
will not allow it (1 John 4:2-3).  I am the One who separates you from the world 
(Acts 13:2) and makes you of God’s own household (Eph. 2:19).  I am called His 
divine power, and it is through me that you receive all things that pertain to 
life and godliness (2 Peter 1:2-4).  When you are filled with the Holy Spirit (Acts 4:31) 
through me you manifest the divine nature of God and escape the 
corruption that is in this world (2 Pet. 1:4).   I am called the riches of His Glory 
and through me you are strengthened in your inner man (Eph. 3:16).  When you 
walk in Me then you receive every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places 
(Eph. 1:3).   I am the spirit of prophesy (2 Pet. 1:21) for I am the One who tells you 
things to come (John 16:13).  God bears witness that I am in you with mighty (Rom. 

15:19) signs and wonders and with various miracles, and gifts of the Holy 
Spirit (Heb. 2:4).  I also give you spiritual gifts (1 Cor. 12:11).  I give you the gift of 
wisdom.  I give you the gift of knowledge.  I give you the gift of faith and 
work in you the steadfastness of your faith in Christ (Col. 2:5 1) and living in Me, 
the Spirit of God, faith grows exceedingly (2 Thess. 1:3) and through Me you will 
hold onto the mystery of the faith with a pure conscience (1 Tim. 3:9) and 
overcome all difficulties with patience and sincere (1 Tim. 1:5)  faith in all your 
persecutions and tribulations that you endure (2 Thess. 1:4) and I will empower 
you with great boldness in faith to fight the good fight of faith, and lay hold 
on eternal life (1 Tim. 6:12)   I give you the gift of healings.  I give you the gift of 
working of miracles.  I give you the gift of discerning of spirits.  I give you 
the gift of tongues.  And I give you the gift of the interpretation of tongues. (1 

Cor. 12:8-10)  Only when you walk in Me are these gifts manifested.  Do not 
believe that you are sufficient of yourself.  Do not think anything as being  
from yourself.  Your sufficiency is from God through Me, who also made 



you sufficient as ministers of the new covenant, not of the letter but of My 
Spirit; for the letter kills, but I, the Spirit, give life. (2 Cor. 3:5-6)  The 
manifestation of My Spirit is given to each one for the profit of all (1 Cor. 12:7).  In 
Me there are many different gifts but there is only One Spirit and I work in 
all things distributing gifts to each person individually as I will, there are 
many different kinds of ministries to the Lord but there is only One God who 
works all in all (1 Cor. 12:11). 
 

Through Me, the Holy Spirit, you have the ability and the power to go 

throughout all the world to preach the gospel, not with wisdom of words (1 

Cor. 1:17) but by My power with signs and wonders and miracles and mighty 

deeds and gifts of My Spirit (Heb. 2:4).  I am the Spirit of the Lord and I anoint 

you to preach the gospel to the poor; I send you to heal the brokenhearted, 

to preach deliverance to the captives, and recovering of sight to the blind, 

to set at liberty them that are bruised, to preach the acceptable year of the  

Lord.  (Luke 4:18-19)  To comfort all who mourn, to console those who mourn in 

Zion, to give them beauty for ashes, the oil of joy for mourning, the garment 

of praise for the spirit of heaviness; that they may be called trees of 

righteousness, the planting of the LORD, that He may be glorified. (Is. 61:2-3)  

Live in Me and let not your speech and your preaching be with enticing 

words of man's wisdom, but in demonstration of My Spirit and of My power  

(1 Cor. 2:4)  He who believes in Me, as the Scripture has said, out of his heart 

will flow rivers of living water.  (John 7:38)  I empower you to preach the gospel, 

heal the sick, cleanse the lepers, cast out demons and raise the dead as 

commanded by your Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.  Freely you have 

received Me, freely give Me.  (Matt. 10:8)  The Father in heaven will give Me, 

the Holy Spirit, to anyone who asks Him (Luke 11:13).  Most assuredly, I say to 

you, because you believe in Jesus Christ and have made Him your Lord 

and Savior, the works that He does you will do also; and greater works than 

those He did on earth, you will do, because I, the Spirit of God, dwells in 

you.  God the Father, Jesus the Son and I, the Holy Spirit, are One and we 

dwell in you and we are joined to your spirit man and One with you.  (John 

14:12) 

 

Jesus Christ is the head and you are the body.  There is one body, and one 

Spirit, even as you are called in one hope of your calling.  (Eph. 4:4)  I am the 

Spirit of faith and all the body has the same Spirit of faith through Me.  (2 Cor. 

4:13)  The manifestation of My Spirit is given to every man to profit all. (1 Cor. 12:7)  



I am the Spirit that joins you together.  As Christ is so are you in this world 

(1 John 4:17) because I dwell in you (Rom 8:11).  As you walk in the fear of the Lord 

and in the comfort of Me, the Holy Spirit, you will be multiplied.  Through 

Me you receive peace and are edified (Acts 9:31).  There is only one Holy Spirit 

(1 Cor. 12:11) and through Me all the brethren are joined together in unity and in 

the bond of peace (Eph. 4:3).  You also, as living stones, are being built up a 

spiritual house, a holy priesthood, to offer up spiritual sacrifices acceptable 

to God through Me (1 Pet. 2:5 ).  Your body is a living sacrifice, holy and 

acceptable to God (Rom. 12:1) that through My Spirit, the Holy Spirit, you are a 

spiritual house for the constant habitation and presence of God within you 

(Eph. 2:22).   The God and Father of your Lord Jesus Christ, has raised you up 

to make for Himself a faithful priest and as you walk in Me, the Spirit of 

God, you do according to what is in His heart and mind and He makes you 

a sure house so that you can walk before His anointed forever (1 Sam. 2:35 AMP.).   

Through Me and My Spirit you purify your souls in obeying the truth in 
sincere love of the brethren.  My Spirit in you allows you to love one 
another fervently with a pure heart.  (1 Pet. 1:22)   In these last days the Father is 
pouring Me out upon all flesh: and your sons and your daughters shall 
prophesy, you also shall prophesy, and your young men shall see visions, 
you also shall see visions and your old men shall dream dreams, you also 
shall dream dreams because you live in Me. (Acts 2:17-18).  Arise, shine; for My 
light is come upon you and I dwell within you, and the My glory is risen 
upon you.  For, behold, the darkness shall cover the earth, and gross 
darkness the people: but I shall arise over you, and My glory shall be seen 
in you.  And the Gentiles shall come to your light, and unbelievers to the 
brightness of your rising. (Is. 60:1-3)  The ministration of My Spirit is rather 
glorious (2 Cor. 3:8).   And the Spirit (Me) and the bride (you) say, Come.  And 
let him that hears say, Come.  And let him that is thirsty come.  And 
whosoever will, let him take the water of life freely for I am the water of life.  
(Rev. 22:17)  Amen 
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
