COSTUMES 
 

• If Costumes are being borrowed from the studio, they will be passed out during rehearsal week. 

• All costumes borrowed from the studio need to be returned after the Show. We will have bins 
set up backstage they can throw their costumes in. Any costumes and accessories not returned, 
will be billed to your account.  

• You are responsible for providing the correct dance shoes and the correct color of tights. 

• WHOVILLE PEOPLE – If your class is to dress as Whoville people – watch the movie How The 
Grinch Stole Christmas for inspiration! Fun Christmas dresses, over the top Christmas sweaters, 
fun Holiday tights and leggings, etc…  If wearing a dress or skirt, please make sure to wear a 
leotard underneath or leggings (just underwear doesen’t work). If you would like to borrow any 
pieces and parts from the studio, please let your teachers know! 

• Please make sure with all costumes, undergarments are appropriate.  Older girls need need to 
wear a dance bra with clear straps or flesh colored straps. Underwear - either no underwear and 
just tights or nude colored underwear.  

• HAIR – Please have hair pulled completely up! Have fun with the hair to imitate what a Whoville 
hairstyle might be. Princess Leia Buns, Heidi Braids, Pony on top of the head, etc…  If you are not 
sure what to do, please talk to your teacher. 

• MAKEUP – We ask that dancers wear makeup for the stage.  Why? The Stage lights wash out 
faces so makeup enhances the features of the face that gets wiped out. Makeup also gets the 
kids into character for the parts they are playing! 
              Makeup we recommend: 
Preschool Classes & 6-8 Classes: 
- Red or Pink Lipstick  
- Red Cheeks (Think round red dots like a doll) 
- A light color of eyeshadow (purple is a great choice) 
- If they have blonde eyebrows take a brown brow pencil and darken them slightly 
 
9 and up Classes: 
- Red Lipstick 
- Red Cheeks (Think round red dots like a doll) 
- Eyeshadow (Purples or Browns) 
- Black eyeliner to outline the eye 
- Mascara or false eyelashes (optional) 
- If they have blonde eyebrows take a brown brow pencil and darken them slightly

• This is a closed Dress Rehearsal – Parents and Siblings only may watch 

• Please drop off backstage (Scene Shop) with costumes, promptly 15 minutes before each Act 
rehearses.   

• You may send tablets, coloring books, books, snacks, etc.. backstage with your child to keep 
them busy (highly encouraged for our little dancers) but label everything with their name. 
WATER ONLY! 

• Parents are not permitted backstage for safety reasons.  We have 5 reputable Moms plus our 
wonderful teachers backstage helping the dancers get ready.  Please check in your child when 
dropping off and check them out when picking them back up. Our younger dancers have no 
major costume changes so please make sure they are dressed and ready when dropped off. If 
your child has a full costume change and are under the age of 10 and you would like to dress 
them, please come backstage, check them out and change them in the bathroom next to the 
backstage area and then check them in when dressed.

• Hair and makeup need to be done before checking your child in backstage 

• If your Dancer does not perform in the first half, they need to be sitting with you in the 
audience. Only dancer’s in the first half will be allowed backstage. 

• Dancer’s in the first half need to be checked in between 1:30 and 1:45 p.m.  

• You may check your child out at Intermission. If they have a different costume on in the second 
half, please make sure you change them and have them ready for the second half. 

• If you are in the first half and not the second half, you still need to be backstage and not in the 
audience as the second half moves very quickly and we will have the finale. Preschool Jazz need 
to sit with their parents in the second half and check in backstage 3 numbers before Finale. 



• All Dancer’s for the second half need to be checked in 5 min before we start back (intermission 
is 20 min). 

• You may send tablets, coloring books, books, snacks, etc.. backstage with your child to keep 
them busy (highly encouraged for our little dancers) but label everything with their name. 
WATER ONLY! 

• Parents are not permitted backstage for safety reasons.  We have 5 reputable Moms plus our 
wonderful teachers backstage helping the dancers get ready.
