As the Princeton Tigers took the 

field against the Yale Bulldogs in 

New Haven before 30,000 people, 

four members of  the Princeton 

squad were from Scranton.

The Scranton men were James 

Cooney, team captain and left tackle; 

Walter Phillips, right tackle; John 

Vaughan, tight end; and Leslie 

Simons, halfback. Vaughan and 

Simons both were backup players.

In the end, Yale defeated Prince-

ton by a score of  23 to 4.

Yale would go on to have a 10-0 

season and would be named Nation-

al Champion. Princeton would fin-

ish 8-2.
