Meals are served Monday-Friday at our
Zona and Camino de Jacobo Clubs between 3 pm and 5 pm, depending on the schedule at
each Club site.

Nutrition Bureau and USDA Child and Adult Care Food Program (CACFP) as part of an At-
Risk youth program. Sites were chosen based on CACFP requirements that include
educational programming as well as participants who qualify for the Federal 51% free and
reduced lunch eligibility at the sites.
