We are an Advent people who live in hope
and trust in God's promises. The spirit of the
Advent season is filled with images of some of
the most powerful examples of this hope and
trust. Two of the most important are the
prophet Isaiah and John the Baptist.

But we are also a messianic people who pray
today to be faithful signs to the world that the
ancient longings of an exiled people have
been fulfilled in Jesus Christ.
