
Grade Stabilization Structure  

A dam, embankment or other structure built 
across a grassed waterway or existing gully 
controls and reduces water flow.  The structure 
drops water from one stabilized grade to 
another and prevents overfall gullies from 
advancing up a slope.   

If it is planned to store water, a grade control 
structure may provide a water source and 
habitat for wildlife.
