As your pastor, [ want to encourage all of us to write these words on our hearts so that we all work in
cooperation together to bear testimony by our lives to Christ. It my hope that we all come to see that the Mis-
sion of our Catholic School and Day Care is Christ and that, when we give testimony to Christ, we are bring-
ing others to Christ.
