Mission Statement

It is the mission of Lifestone Preschool to provide a quality education program for children within a safe and stimulating environment.  To this end Lifestone incorporates both biblical and Montessori principles of training, addressing all areas of a child’s development.  Each of our qualified and loving staff is committed to living out biblical principles as they interact with and teach your child.

· Academic Development – Academic skill is advanced through the use of Montessori materials and teaching techniques in the areas of:

· Practical Life (self help, hand-eye coordination, fine motor skills)

· Sensorial (color, shapes, sizes)

· Mathematics (quantities, symbols, addition, subtraction)

· Language (letters, sounds, reading, verbal expression)

· Spiritual Development – Spiritual growth and understanding of the truth of God contained in the Bible is encouraged through daily lessons which are reinforced through personal interaction between teachers and students.  (A-Z Bible Search)

· Intellectual Development – Intellectual curiosity is stimulated through scientific investigation of the created world with the added purpose of generating awe for God as the creator and sustainer of life. (WOW Discovery)

· Relational Development – Relational skills are taught through social studies units and the application of biblical truth with the purpose of teaching the children how to live in harmony with God, others and their environment.  (LIFE Lessons)

· Creative Development – Creativity is fostered through exploratory activities utilizing the five senses and a variety of materials.

· Physical Development – Physical coordination and skill is developed during the outside play time and inside directed group physical activity.

^The school year tuition (August-May) consists of 42 weekly or 10 monthly payments. Families save approximately $200-300 per school year by paying monthly. During the school year the full weekly payment must be made for all weeks, including ones with holiday closures and in-service days with the exception of the one week the school is closed for vacation the last week in December. No credit is given for student absence due to sickness or vacation. The summer tuition is on a week by week basis depending on the child’s enrollment.

^ For two or more students enrolled, a family receives a 10% discount.

A $100 nonrefundable enrollment fee must be turned in with an application to reserve a spot in for the child in the program. All enrollment forms and a parent contract must be filled out and turned in by May 1st along with payment of the $100 material/events fee to secure August enrollment.

School Policies
Facility Operation
1. Normal operating hours for the facility are from 7:00am to 5:30pm Monday through Friday. If a family needs early care (6:30am-7:00am), this must be arranged in advance for an additional $60/month or $10/day charge.

2. A late pick-up fee of $10.00 will be need to be paid on the day it is incurred for any child picked up more than five minutes after the scheduled pick-up time. Parents must let the staff know if they are going to be late picking up the child.  Such notification does not eliminate the late charges.
3. The facility closes at 5:30pm.  Beside the late fee, there is an additional $1.00 per minute charge for any child not picked up by 5:30pm.  This charge must be paid on the date incurred.  

4. The child must be signed in and out daily.  State licensing requires that each student be signed in and out.  All signatures must be complete, no initials.  Anyone picking up the child must be listed on the emergency release form. The child cannot be released to anyone not on the form.  A telephone call is not sufficient authorization to release the child to a person whose name is not on the form.  
5. Photo ID is required to be shown by any person picking up the child who is not known to the staff members on duty.
6. The school does not get involved in custody battles.  If parents are divorced or not married, both parents must sign the parent contract. If one parent is unable or unwilling to sign, a copy of the custody agreement must be submitted.
Financial Policies
1. An enrollment fee of $100.00 is paid to process the application and secure a place for the child in the program.  This fee is non-refundable. The $100 material and special events fee for all students is due by May 1st or upon enrollment and is also non-refundable.                 

2. Full tuition is paid every week/month. There are 10 monthly or 42 weekly payments due for the school year. During the school year (Aug. through June) no refunds or compensation will be given for days missed because of school in-service days, holidays or vacation closure, as well as days the child is absent because of illness or family vacations. During the summer (June and July) enrollment is on a week by week basis and payment can be made accordingly as long as the preschool is notified in advance as to when a child will be gone.
3. Tuition is to be paid on time, by the first day of the current week/month.  

· Weekly tuition is due on the first day of the current week.  Monthly tuition is due on the first day of the current month.  Tuition payments are to be put in the tuition box.


· A late fee of $25.00 will be charged if the payment is more than two days late.  

· A $35.00 charge for any returned checks will be assessed.  If there is more than one returned check a family will be required to pay tuition with cash or money order.   

· If tuition payment is more than a week late the child may be dropped from enrollment.  The parent is still responsible for the payment.  

4. A two week written notice must be given by a parent for termination of enrollment.  Payment for the two weeks is due at the time notice is given.  Any parent not giving advance notice still must pay for the two week period.

Absences and Vacation
1. Notification – The school should be notified immediately of any absence.
2. Illness – There is no tuition deduction for school days missed because of illness.
3. Vacations – During the school year (August through May), parents are responsible for payment of tuition for any days missed during the week for family vacations as they are paying for a position in the school, not child care. During the summer (June through July) enrollment is on a week by week basis and payment can be made accordingly as long as the preschool is notified in advance when a child will be gone for vacation.
Parent Communications

1. Monthly parent letters – A letter is put in the parent mail slots at the end of each month with information for the up-coming month.  Reminders of special events are included in the letter.  Any additional notices are put in the parent mail slot, which should be checked daily.  Children’s items are put in their cubby.

2. Quick questions – Quick questions can be addressed by email or with the child’s teacher or Mrs. Jaynes before or after school.  To discuss in-depth issues an appointment should be set up with the appropriate person.

3. Conferences – A conference can be set up at any time a parent feels one is needed.  Please contact the office to schedule a time.

4. Progress reports – Progress reports for children three years and older will be issued three times during the year (November, March, May).  Progress reports will not be given for two year olds, children who have been in the preschool less than two months, and during the summer session.

Bathroom Policies

1. Toilet use – All children must be fully potty-trained; no pull-ups or diapers are allowed. Potty-trained means children:

· Are able to communicate their need to use the toilet.

· Are able to wipe independently every time they use the restroom. 
· Are able to communicate that they have had a bowel movement and need a wet wipe.

· Do not have more than two urine and/or one bowel movement accident per week.

· Do not have more than two naptime accidents per month.

If a child does not meet the above requirements a potty-training fee of $25/week will be assessed.
Children are taken to the restroom at regular intervals throughout the day to keep accidents to a minimum.  
2. Wiping after bowel movement – Children are responsible to wipe themselves after a bowel movement.  Wipes are available upon request if a child needs one.

3. Accidents – If a child has an accident a staff member will help him/her change clothes.  Wet clothing will be placed in a plastic bag and put in the basket on the sign-in counter to be taken home and washed.  Feces will be rinsed off in the toilet and the soiled clothing double bagged. A pink line where the parent signs out draws attention to the fact that there are dirty clothes to take home.
Snacks and Lunches

1. Snacks – The school provides the children with snacks twice a day. The morning snack is served around 9:30-10:00 and the afternoon snack is served after 3:30.  A monthly snack menu is posted. A parent may send additional snacks for the child to eat after coming in from late afternoon play.  

2. Lunches – The school does not provide lunches for the students.  Parents need to send a healthy lunch with the child each day in a labeled lunch box or bag along with two napkins.  The lunch should be well-balanced with items from the five food groups: fruits, vegetables, grains, protein and dairy.  Junk food is discouraged.  Children will be asked to leave sweets and chips in their lunch box to eat after the more nutritional food has been consumed.

3. Forgotten lunches – If a child forgets a lunch the school will provide one at a cost of $5.00. If a lunch is forgotten more than once in a week, this charge becomes $10.00. Please contact the school if a lunch has been forgotten.

4. Breakfast – Breakfast is not provided by the school.  Children coming for before school care may bring a breakfast to eat.

Illness and Medication

1. Allergies – It is the responsibility of the parent to submit in writing to the office all known allergies such as: nuts, juice, dairy products, soap, medications, etc., and provide any needed allergy medication. The school will then make sure that the child is not given or exposed to any known allergens.  Please notify the office if there is any change in allergies.  The school is not responsible for any unknown or non-disclosed allergic reaction.

2. Keeping a child home – A child must be kept home when sick with a fever (99.6 degrees or above), has vomiting, diarrhea, a bad cold, cough, or other contagious illness.  The school should be notified immediately of absence due to illness.  If a parent has questions about whether a child can be sent to school, the office should be contacted.

3. Return to school – A child must be without symptoms or a fever for 24 hours before returning to school. A fever may not be masked by taking medication.
4. Illness at school – If a child becomes sick at school the parent or designated surrogate will be contacted and must pick up the child as soon as possible.  A sick child will be kept separated from the other children until picked up.
5. Administration of medication – An authorization form signed by a doctor and the parent is required for all medication administered to a child while at school.  Medication will be given only if it is in the original container with the prescription label attached.  Over-the-counter medicines will only be given if an authorization form has been filled out by the parent.

6. Play injuries – Injuries happen when children play.  Scrapes and scratches will be treated by washing with soap and water and applying a band-aid if needed.  The parent will be informed of such injury by a report placed in the parent mail slot.  If an injury is more serious, the parent will be notified immediately.

7. Emergency situation – If a child becomes sick or injured at school and the parent cannot be reached, the physician on the emergency card will be called.  In an extreme emergency, 911 will be called and the child’s medical information made available to emergency personnel.  Parents must have signed authorization in the child’s file.

Clothing and Supplies

1. Uniforms – Uniforms are worn every day to school.  The uniform consists of black, navy blue or khaki bottoms (pants, shorts or skirts) and a gray shirt.  Boys must wear gray polo or collared shirts.  Girls may wear a nice gray knit shirt, polo, or blouse.
2. Shoes – Children must wear comfortable athletic type shoes. No dress shoes, flats, or boots should be worn as they are not appropriate for play. Children who are unable to tie their own shoes must wear ones with Velcro closures or slip-on tennis type shoes. During the summer program children may wear closed toe sandals.  

3. Extra clothing – Children must have a change of clothes and underwear stored in a Ziploc bag in their cubby and labeled with their name.  The clothes do not need to be a uniform.  If the clothes are used they must be washed and brought back the following day.  Two year olds must have two changes of clothes and underwear.  
4. Sheets and blankets – All children in the full-day school program must have a fitted crib sheet and light weight blanket to use during quiet/nap time.  These are to be taken home and washed weekly and brought back at the beginning of the next week. Two year olds may bring a small stuffed animal to sleep with.  
5. Personal belongings – Please do not send special toys or belongings. The school cannot be responsible for lost items.

Birthday Parties

We do not celebrate individual birthdays at the school. Instead we hold a Birthday Extravaganza once a month to celebrate the birthdays of participating children whose birthdays fall within that month. The cost to participate for the month of a child’s birthday is $40. The parties are normally held on the third or fourth Thursday of each month from 11:30-12:00. Check the year calendar at the front of the handbook for the dates.
The Birthday Extravaganza includes: a special pizza lunch with mini-cupcakes, party decorations and balloons, birthday games and prizes, and a birthday crown and gift for the birthday children. Parents are welcome to attend and take pictures! To make the day extra special all children may dress up in the special attire listed on the calendar.
If you want to register your child for a birthday party, you must fill out the Birthday Extravaganza form and turn it and the $40 fee in when all other forms and fees are due.
Treasure Parties

When children are seen making good choices, they put a treasure into a treasure chest. Once the treasure box if full, they have earned a treasure party. The cost of the party, which is covered by material and special events fee, includes a special lunch and ice cream. Treasure party signs will be hung on the door when one is coming up. 
In-School Field Trips 

Every so often, special events will be scheduled that give the children opportunity to experience real life hands-on learning. The in-school field trips will be free to all students; the cost is covered by the material and special events fee, donations and fundraisers. We are always looking for ways to provide the children interesting learning experiences. If you have any suggestions or talents to share please talk to Hilary.

Fundraising
We are a non-profit organization and we encourage parents to participate in our fundraisers. This is a great way to get involved and make a difference in your child’s preschool, as these fundraisers enable us to improve our school.
Behavior Policy

1. Classroom behavior – The emphasis at school is on helping children think about what they are doing and learn to choose what God says is right to do.  Behavior expectations are laid out clearly and are listed on the next page.   
2. Discipline procedure – Teachers discipline the students in a manner set up by the school.  Children will never be grabbed or touched roughly, yelled at, refused food, restroom needs or other basic rights.  In the classroom teachers will do the following:
· Teachers will bring attention to positive behavior on the part of the children.  

· Teachers will be on alert to recognize a potential problem situation and help to diffuse it beforehand.

· When children engage in inappropriate actions or responses the teacher witnessing the behavior will deal with the child in a calm and rational manner, explaining to the child what is wrong with the behavior.  The teacher will then apply a suitable consequence which may entail standing out or missing out on an activity.  

· After a suitable consequence has been applied to a behavior the teacher will again talk with the child about the behavior and have the child explain what he/she did and why it was wrong.  The teacher may pray with the child.

· Teachers will engage in role play activities with the child reflecting situations in which they observe the child having difficulty.  They will have the child practice appropriate actions and responses.
· If a child does not respond to teacher instruction or exhibits behavior that is a danger to self or others, the child will be sent to stand in the office and the parents will be informed.  When necessary a meeting will be set up to address and correct the behavior. If inappropriate or dangerous behavior continues the child will be dismissed from the preschool.
3. Parent Responsibility – All children are expected to be well-behaved and disciplined by their parents.  Parents are asked to do the following with the children at home:

· Encourage behavior at home that is consistent with what is expected in the preschool.

· Deal with wrong tones and responses in the child’s behavior at home, explaining why they are wrong, applying consequences and having the child practice appropriate ones.
4. Dangerous Personal Behavior – A parent will be notified and must pick up the child immediately if the child engages in behavior that is dangerous to self or others. Dangerous behavior includes, but is not limited to, hitting others or self, running away from a teacher, and engaging in potentially harmful behavior. A meeting will be set up with the parents to try to find solutions to the problem behavior. 
5. Program dismissal – Lifestone Preschool reserves the right to dismiss any student at any time at the school’s discretion, if a child demonstrates uncontrollable, risky or unacceptable behavior or the school determines it cannot meet the child’s needs.

6. Three-week probationary period – There is a three week probationary period for new students, during which time the school and the parent can determine if Lifestone Preschool is a good fit for the child. The first week is an adjustment, observation and behavior assessment period. If there are any problems the parents will be notified and a meeting will be set up with Lifestone staff. For the next two weeks the staff and parents would work closely together to discover a satisfactory resolution and determine whether or not the preschool is able meet the child’s needs. 

Lifestone Behavior Standards

Listed below are behaviors which Lifestone personnel expect from and work to develop in the children at the preschool.  

The overall goal is for the children to take personal responsibility for their behavior and interact appropriately with other people and their environment.

· Children are submitted to adult authority and obey their teachers.  (Rule 1)

This means that they:

· Do what they are told the first time.

· Follow classroom rules.

· Accept correction and discipline.

· Don’t talk back, argue or complain.

· Follow through on instructions.

· Children treat their teachers and one another with respect.  (Rule 2)

This means that they:

· Respond appropriately and listen when spoken to.

· Use proper language, tones and facial expressions when addressing others.

· Talk to others in a kind and encouraging manner.

· Respect others’ personal space and belongings.

· Consistently use courtesy words such as please and thank you.

· Children take care of the classroom and materials.  (Rule 3)

This means that they:

· Handle and carry materials carefully.

· Use materials in the way they are designed to be used.

· Clean up after themselves.

· Fulfill job responsibilities.

· Children demonstrate self-control.  (General Expectations)

This means that they:

· Respond appropriately in a conflict or emotionally charged situation.

· Do not use crying to manipulate or get out of trouble.
· Stay on task for a fitting length of time.

· Sit quietly and listen during circle time.

· Walk when inside the classroom.

· Speak with a low voice inside the classroom.

· Lie quietly and rest during nap time (30 minutes).

· Wait and walk in line in an orderly manner.

· Use proper etiquette when eating.

A Day at Lifestone Preschool

At Lifestone we endeavor to provide the best possible biblical and developmentally appropriate learning environment for young children. We hope reading through this information will give you a greater understanding of what Lifestone Preschool is all about.

Our program provides the following activities from 8:30-12:00:

· Biblical Training – Biblical understanding forms the foundation of our philosophy of education. We want to demonstrate the goodness of God and the wisdom of his ways in everything we do with the children. We work daily on developing appropriate behavior in the way the children relate to one another and respond to authority.

We also teach biblical understanding through our twice daily circle times. First thing in the morning we go over the classroom rules and teach a biblical concept during the A-Z Bible Search lesson. Before lunch there is another circle time where we study some aspect of God’s creation (WOW Discovery) or examine social relationships, the lives of important people, or the origin and celebration of holidays (LIFE Lesson).

Besides biblical instruction, during circle time the children are being taught to sit quietly, listen, and respond to questions.

· Montessori Learning – Through the Montessori materials the children engage in hands-on learning which develops their interest, skills, independence, and problem solving abilities. This concrete learning experience lays a solid foundation for the understanding of abstract concepts associated with later schooling. Children progress through the materials at their own developmental pace.

· Practical life – Develops fine motor control and hand/eye coordination needed for writing development through manipulation of materials: putting together puzzles, stringing beads, cutting with scissors, using spoons and tongs, unscrewing nuts and bolts, etc. Other skills such as patterning, one-to-one correspondence, visual discrimination, etc. are also taught through the practical life materials.

· Sensorial – Through hands-on materials that teach size, shapes, textures, color, sound discrimination, etc., children understand more about the characteristics of things in their environment and learn to categorize and name them. Children can also develop their own way to use the sensorial materials which expands their thinking and problem solving skills and develops ingenuity. 

· Mathematics – Counting, numerical relationships, number writing, beginning addition and subtraction, place value, etc., are all taught through concrete, sensory materials. Children who are taught this way have a better grasp of how mathematical concepts relate to the real world. Other than number writing practice, the children do not do worksheets related to math as these are not considered developmentally appropriate. 

Each child is directed by the teacher to work with the math materials during the week but not necessarily on a daily basis.

· Language – Although the public schools are pushing for early reading, this is not developmentally appropriate for young children and can actually hinder, rather than promote, future learning. Instead of pushing rote learning we expose the children to reading and letter recognition through more appropriate and natural means. The sounds of the letters are introduced and reviewed through a connection with the Bible-based rhymes and directed physical activities. 

The sounds and names of the letters are also systematically taught through the use of the sand paper letters and sound cards. As children learn the sounds of the letters they are encouraged to put them together to make short vowel words with the wooden letters. Once children are able to put words together they are exposed to the short vowel readers. Development in this area depends on the interest and abilities of the children. They are not pushed to perform according to inappropriate standards.

According to child development experts, worksheets are inappropriate educational material for young children as they are too symbolic and do not involve active learning. Also, young children are not ready for writing activities until they develop the necessary eye/hand coordination, fine motor control and manual dexterity to be able hold a pencil and form letters correctly. We only provide worksheets for the PK class to do as homework to practice correct number and letter formation and develop fine motor skills. As with math, each child is directed by the teacher to work with the language materials during the week but not necessarily on a daily basis.

· Physical Activity – It is recommended that young children engage in about 15 minutes of active physical play for every hour they spend in a classroom setting. The school day starts at 8:30, so the children have ample time to engage in active outside play before entering the classroom. All children engage in 20 minutes of inside gym (directed physical activity). The children are also free during Montessori time to get up and move around the classroom.

· Snack Time – Even snack time is an opportunity for learning. Besides requiring the children to try a little of every food and finish what they have been given before getting seconds, the teachers also encourage: gratitude to God for his provision (prayer), interactive and appropriate conversation, and proper table manners.

The Afternoon Program
After lunch the children have a rest or nap time. Non-nappers rest for at least ½ hour and then work on activities related to the week’s WOW or LIFE lessons and language, STEM and sensory activities. Nappers sleep until 2:30 or 3:00. After using the bathroom, the children are taken outside to play. Those who stay later are given a snack. When they come inside, the children have free choice play time where they can use the house area and kitchen set, blocks, dress-up clothes, etc. 
Small Work Groups

To ensure the students’ academic needs are being met on an individual level, the children meet regularly with their teacher in small groups. This time is used to address areas that each child needs to work on. You will receive periodic notes that will list what your child should work on at home.

Homework

We have homework available for students four years old and up (pre-kindergarten age). The homework booklet reinforces the A-Z biblical truth, reading/writing skills and math skills.

More about Montessori 

A Montessori education offers children opportunities to develop individually to prepare them to step out into the world as engaged, competent, responsible, and respectful citizens with an understanding that learning is to be applied in life.

Each child is valued as a unique person. Montessori education recognizes that children learn in different ways, and accommodates all learning styles. Students are also free to learn at their own pace, each advancing through the curriculum as ready, guided by the teacher and individual interests.

Beginning at an early age, Montessori students develop orderliness, coordination, concentration, and independence. Classroom design, materials, and daily routines support “self-regulation,” the ability to educate one’s self and to think about what one is learning.
The multi-age classroom—typically spanning 3 years—re-creates a close and caring community. Older students enjoy stature as mentors and role models; younger children feel supported and gain confidence about the challenges ahead. Teachers model respect, loving kindness, and a belief in peaceful conflict resolution. The children learn to think critically, work collaboratively, and act boldly—skills needed for the 21st century.

Lifestone Philosophy of Education

Lifestone is biblical in its foundation; as such it operates under the following philosophy of education:

· The fundamental purpose of a biblical education is for the child to learn to relate rightly to God and others, loving the Lord God with all of his being and others as himself.  This love should be demonstrated in what the child says and does. (Mark 12:29-31)

· The Bible is the basis of a proper understanding of God, man, man's relationships, and the created universe and forms the foundation and core content of a biblical training program.  (Psalm 19:7-11, 2 Timothy 3:16-17)

· Although the development of tools and skills is an integral part of the education process, the value of character and obedience to Christ are far more critical to a successful life that pleases God.  Therefore, a primary focus of the child’s training is that he comes into a personal relationship with Christ and does what is right because God’s law is written on his heart. (Ephesians 1:17-19, Philippians 1:9-11)

· A study of history, cultures, and societal order (social studies) should help the child to understand more fully man’s folly apart from God, the longsuffering nature of God, the need to know Christ personally and the value of living according to biblical principles.   (1 Corinthians 10:1-13, Psalm 111)

· A study of the natural world (science) should be taught from the point of view of intelligent design and should enable the child to appreciate more fully the wisdom and greatness of the Creator. (Psalm 19:1-3, Colossians 1:15-17)

· The training of their children is the parents' responsibility, given to them by God, of which systematic instruction in the deeds and statutes of God and submission to God’s authority is foundational and parental prayer and modeling are essential.                                                 (Ephesians 6:1-4, Psalm 78:1-8, Colossians 1:9-14)

CHILD CARE CENTER NOTIFICATION OF PARENTS’ RIGHTS

As a Parent/Authorized Representative, you have the right to:

1. Enter and inspect the child care center without advance notice whenever children are in care.

2. File a complaint against the licensee with the licensing office and review the licensee’s public file kept by the licensing office.

3. Review, at the child care center, reports of licensing visits and substantiated complaints against the licensee made during the last three years.

4. Complain to the licensing office and inspect the child care center without discrimination or retaliation against you or your child.

5. Request in writing that a parent not be allowed to visit your child or take your child from the child care center, provided you have shown a certified copy of a court order.

6. Receive from the licensee the name, address and telephone number of the local licensing office.

7. Be informed by the licensee, upon request, of the name and type of association to the child care center for any adult who has been granted a criminal record exemption, and that the name of the person may also be obtained by contacting the local licensing office.

8. Receive, from the licensee, the Caregiver Background Check Process form.

NOTE: CALIFORNIA STATE LAW PROVIDES THAT THE LICENSEE MAY DENY ACCESS TO THE CHILD CARE CENTER TO A PARENT/AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATIVE IF THE BEHAVIOR OF THE PARENT/AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATIVE POSES A RISK TO CHILDREN IN CARE.

PERSONAL RIGHTS

Personal Rights, See Section 101223 for waiver conditions applicable to Child Care Centers.

(a) Child Care Centers. Each child receiving services from a Child Care Center shall have rights which include, but are not limited to, the following:

(1) To be accorded dignity in his/her personal relationships with staff and other persons.

(2) To be accorded safe, healthful and comfortable accommodations, furnishings and equipment to meet his/her needs.

(3) To be free from corporal or unusual punishment, infliction of pain, humiliation, intimidation, ridicule, coercion, threat, mental abuse, or other actions of a punitive nature, including but not limited to: interference with daily living functions, including eating, sleeping, or toileting; or withholding of shelter, clothing, medication or aids to physical functioning.

(4) To be informed, and to have his/her authorized representative, if any, informed by the licensee of the provisions of law regarding complaints including, but not limited to, the address and telephone number of the complaint receiving unit of the licensing agency and of information regarding confidentiality.

(5) To be free to attend religious services or activities of his/her choice and to have visits from the spiritual advisor of his/her choice. Attendance at religious services, either in or outside the facility, shall be on a completely voluntary basis. In Child Care Centers, decisions concerning attendance at religious services or visits from spiritual advisors shall be made by the parent(s), or guardian(s) of the child.

(6) Not to be locked in any room, building, or facility premises by day or night.

(7) Not to be placed in any restraining device, except a supportive restraint approved in advance by the licensing agency.
