If you are seeking to join Rho Kappa and have met the required GPA and character 
requirements, you will be asked to pay an annual membership fee.  This fee equaled 
$25 during the 2019-20 school year.  However, Rho Kappa recognizes some students 
face financial hardships and may have difficulty affording the annual membership fee. 
Any student who is unable to pay the fee in invited to fill out the following form.  If 
approved, it will satisfy their membership fee requirement in lieu of payment. 

To qualify, a student must meet each of the following 3 requirements: 

1. Currently enrolled in the CMS free or reduced lunch program. 
2. Demonstrate financial hardship by meeting one or more indicators of economic 

need listed below 
3. Maintain all Rho Kappa honor society membership requirements.
