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Landscape Project – Most of the forty-year old landscape plants in the courtyard have been removed and replaced following the new Master Landscape Plan that was developed by the Associations Landscape Architect.  The Architect has designed the entire five acres of our property and the Board of Directors is implementing the plan, as reserve money is available.  The new plants should serve us well for the next forty years.
Underground LP Tank – The East Building generator uses an underground LP tank that developed a slight leak.  Unsuccessful attempts were made to fix the leaking valve therefore the old tank was removed and replaced with a new and smaller underground tank.
Elevator Entryways – The wallpaper has been stripped from the elevator lobby areas and a fresh coat of paint applied.  It is impressive how this minimal change has provided a more welcoming entry in each building.  Thanks to the Decorating Committee for their work on this project.

Air Conditioner Replacement – There are eleven air conditioner systems owned and maintained by the Association on the property.  One of the oldest systems servicing the South Building Elevator Lobby needed to be replaced this month.

Mahogany Tree – There are several large Florida mahogany trees in front of the East Building.  One of these trees is showing signs of stress and has been dramatically trimmed in hopes to save it.

Hurricane Preparedness – Officially, hurricane season begins June 1st and lasts through November 30th.  We certainly hope we do not have any Hurricanes in 2011, but we must be prepared. Your Condominium at the Creciente is a valuable piece of real estate.  It is an owner responsibility to protect their investment. The Disaster and Security Committee has developed the following guidelines and asks that you prepare your Condominium Unit in the event of any storms:

· Please remove all furniture and rugs from your Lanai – even if you have glass enclosures.

· Make sure that the weep holes on your lanai are unplugged.

· Make sure that your roof top air conditioner is strapped down securely.

· Hire someone or ask a neighbor to check your Condominium while you are away.

· Always turn off your water and hot water heater if you are away for any length of time.  

· Remove all food from the refrigerator.

· If there is a hurricane – Please don’t call the office.  Check the new Web Site for updated information.  The Management team will check all Units after the storm and prepare a damage report.  If you have any damage you will be contacted.  Then it will be your responsibility to make repairs and clean up your Unit.   Don’t wait – make your plans now.  

· Don’t forget to arrange for someone to move your car if you leave one in the garage. 

· The office must have your permission on file to give your Unit key or your car key to anyone.  It is always best to arrange to give your keys to someone.  

· If you are here and the Town issues a Mandatory Evacuation – be prepared to leave.  Keep in mind the Creciente Management team has all the common areas to prepare for a storm.   It is your responsibility, whether you are here or away, to take care of your own Unit preparations.

Re-Entry Passes – Anyone wishing to have the ability to return to the Island after a disaster such as a hurricane must get a re-entry pass from the Town of Fort Myers Beach.  The website is www.fortmyersbeachfl.gov and passes may be provided to you via U.S. Mail.

Fire Alarm Inspections – The Creciente staff will accompany fire alarm inspectors to check the alarm speakers in every Unit to make sure they are in proper working order this month.  Law requires this inspection.

Rules & Regulation & Considerations – It is important to keep current with condominium rules, regulations and considerations that will improve the quality of life here at the Creciente, therefore we include a few in each newsletter.

· No ball throwing or rough play is allowed in the pool or pool area

· Loud and vulgar language in the pool area will not be tolerated

· Drinks are not allowed within 4 feet of the pool edge

· No food is allowed in the pool area

· Glass containers are not allowed on the pool deck or in the courtyard areas

Occupancy Rates – During the month of May the average occupancy rate included 45 owners and 9 renters/guests for a total of 54 occupied units or 32%.
