Note: In the current operating environment rated NCO’s job descriptions should include any MOS non-specific duties performed that ARE NOT related to MOS 19K (if any). This is important because if these duties are only sited in the Areas of Special Emphasis block they may be over looked by the promotion board members. 

The following are sample generic duty descriptions for MOS 19K:  

Principal Duty Title: Tank Platoon Sergeant        MOSC: 19K40
Daily duties and scope: Platoon Sergeant in a tank company. Responsible for the health, welfare, discipline, and training of seven NCOs and eight soldiers; responsible for the maintenance and accountability of four (M1A1 or M1A2) tanks and their ancillary equipment valued in excess of $18 million dollars; ensures the platoon maintains its warfighting proficiency as a tank platoon.

Principal Duty Title: M1A2 Tank Commander       MOSC: 19K30
Daily duties and scope:  Tank Commander in a tank company; responsible for the training, morale, welfare, and of three soldiers; maintains the operational readiness and maintenance of one (M1A1 or M1A2) Abrams tank worth in excess of $4.5 million dollars.

Principal Duty Title: M1A1 Tank Gunner          MOSC: 19K20
Daily duties and scope:  Responsible for identifying, reporting, and engaging targets in combat; maintains the weapon systems on a $4.5 million dollar (M1A2 or M1A2) battle tank, along with the accountability of all additional equipment; trains subordinates in all phases of tactics and gunnery; assumes position of tank commander in his absence;(list additional duties (if any).

Principal Duty Title: Tank Section Sergeant         MOSC:  19K3O
Daily duties and scope:  Tank Section Sergeant, equivalent to a Platoon Sergeant in a tank company; responsible for the health, welfare, discipline, and training of ___ soldiers; responsible for the maintenance and accountability of two (M1A1 or M1A2) tanks and their associated equipment valued in excess of $9 million dollars; assists (or is responsible for the) in the training of the section.

Principal Duty Title: OPFOR Tank Platoon Sergeant          MOSC: 19K40

Daily duties and scope: OPFOR Platoon Sergeant, equivalent to a platoon sergeant in a tank company. Responsible for the health, welfare, discipline, and training of ___ NCOs and ___ soldiers; responsible for the maintenance and accountability of three visually modified tanks and their associated equipment valued in excess of $6.2 million dollars; conducts the training of a Threat Tank Platoon to expand its war fighting proficiency under field conditions.

Principal Duty Title: OPFOR Tank Section Sergeant       MOSC: 19K3O or 19K40
Daily duties and scope:  OPFOR Tank Section Sergeant, equivalent to a Platoon Sergeant, in an Opposing Force company which provides opposition forces for all units at the (CTC name); responsible for the health, welfare, discipline, and training of ___ soldiers; responsible for the maintenance and accountability of three visually modified tanks and their associated equipment valued in excess of $4.2 million dollars; (assists and/or conducts) in the training of a Threat Tank Platoon to expand its war fighting proficiency under field conditions.

Principal Duty Title: Master Gunner (company/ troop),       MOSC: (M1A1:19K3A8, 19K4A8) (M1A2: 19K3K8, 19K4K8)
Daily duties and scope:  Master Gunner for a tank company; responsible for the planning and training of all gunnery related tasks for 60 Soldiers and 15 tanks; serves as the company commander's technical advisor on gunnery related subjects and the maintenance of tank fire control system; maintains all gunnery related data that pertains to the tank crews within the company. 

(If assigned to the company HQ section add the following); additionally responsible for 5 Soldiers and 2 vehicles as the NCOIC of the company headquarters section.
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
