BILLS:

TREASURER’S REPORT: 
Trustee Morris read the Treasurers Report dated October 13, 2020. A motion was made by Trustee Morris, second by Trustee Abel to approve the report as read.  A roll call vote was taken.  All voted aye; the motion carried.  
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

OLD BUSINESS:

Jeremy Plank presented the report to the board.  Discussion followed about what actions should be taken at this time.      
Trustee Morris made a motion to amend the previously adopted Resolution 2020-6 by striking out Section 2.  Trustee Vincent said we need to work on everything at once and the board should rescind Resolution 2020-6.     Supervisor Presswood’s recommendation was that they should amend Resolution 2020-6 which had decreased the salaries of the elected officials, striking Section 2 and still continue to look for other areas of the 
budget to reduce spending.  Trustee Nemsky then second the motion amending Resolution 2020-6 striking Section 2.  A roll call vote was taken; Trustee Abel and Trustee Vincent voting nay.  Trustee Morris, Trustee Nemsky and Supervisor Presswood voting aye; the motion carried.  

NEW BUSINESS:
Questions were brought up about our flag outside.  Workers stated that we had the flag and rope but no one had put it up yet.  Supervisor Presswood said she will look into it.
TOWN OFFICIALS COMMENTS: 
Assessor Hanfelder said she would like to know the rules for the front office with visitors.  She wanted to know if they would be covered for insurance purposes.  Trustee Vincent said she still thinks they need to have a meeting about the budget.  Supervisor Presswood agreed that more changes need to be made.
