--Stroup Road Beaver Problem

All agreed that a letter is to be sent to Mr. Herbruck explaining that this will be the last time the Township will pay to clear the dam; any future issues will be his responsibility. If he does not take care of it in the future, it will be his responsibility to pay to repair any damage to the road.

--Three EMS closures were signed.
--A resolution was received from the County Commissioners stating that the load limit has been reduced. 
--Cemetery Deeds were signed.
DEPARTMENT REPORTS

Julie Bearss - Zoning Inspector  
Diane reported in her absence.

--There was a BZA meeting but no quorum was met.  This meeting will be rescheduled.

--Julie would like the Township to advertise that two new BZA members are needed.

--The owner of Boathouse Marina has not come in to get his sign permit so Julie will have Chris Meduri send him a letter.

Kevin Biltz - Roads, Buildings, Cemetery and Park   

--He reported that they’ve been plowing roads.
--They received 25 ton of salt on January 27 and there is still 75 ton left on the Township’s order.
--They put a new man door on the garage.  He also changed the lock on both doors so it only takes one key to open both doors.  They also changed the padlocks.

--There was one burial at the Cemetery.  
--Debbie Walvoord would like to put all the names and lot numbers on the computer.  He borrowed a cemetery (demo) program from Rootstown Township ($600 value) that she can use to build a platform for this. 
--He would like to take several things to the Edinburg Auction including the salt spreader bought from there and several other items found while cleaning the garage.  They are also going to scrap the broken deer and old Christmas lights that are no longer good.

--He asked about the 30 light posts that the Township has.  Thomas recommended that these be sorted and the unusable ones scrapped. All agreed.

--Trash Clean-up is May 8 and 9.  

--The cement tub and 3-point carrier from behind the Park building were stolen sometime between January 16 & January 19.  He made a police report on January 19.  Cost to replace these items is $100 each.  John said outdoor lighting, a chain link fence and a security system are needed for the outside of the building.

--They cut an old tree down on Porter Road that was ready to fall and trimmed some other branches.
--They trimmed some pine tree branches that were blocking the view of south-bound traffic on 183 at Giddings Road. 

--They’ve been plowing at the Park and people have been walking the roads. 
Thomas Repcik - Fire Department Report

Purchases

--The tires have been installed on the 1513.
Fire/EMS Report
--Mutual Aid arrangements have been set up with surrounding departments which seems to be working well.  Auto aid has been established with Rootstown Fire Dept. for accidents and squad calls in the evening four minutes after Edinburg’s tones have been sent.  
--The Township’s 1518 Tanker is at the Rootstown station until theirs gets back from repairs (within in a week).  They will respond immediately on any fire that Edinburg gets called out to.  

--Ron Fumich has been reinstated to the department as of January 18.  He has already been on evening calls.  Thomas is also talking to Mathew Dix about returning.  Kevin Bittner is doing well as the newest member.  An application has been received for a 240 FF\Paramedic from Streetsboro who would like to work for Edinburg Township.  He received a good recommendation from the applicant’s captain.
--A general meeting was held Monday night to answer some questions the members had about other responding companies coming in.  Everyone seemed ok with the set up.

--Lt. Pittinger has been in contact with EMS control.  Mike said Doctor Menci is coming back on Monday and will continue with EMS protocol as scheduled.  They’re moving forward with keeping everyone current with their EMS and fire training.  
--February’s work schedule is pretty well filled.  There are a couple of days with only one person – on those days they will let Rootstown know and Rootstown will respond automatically.

--He requested to go into executive session with the Trustees and Lt. Pittinger to discuss personnel.

--Sandra asked about the person who would like to return.  Mike said it’s Chris McCormick.  His background check is already complete.  He is a firefighter/paramedic.
