The ABCD (ñasset-based community developmentò) initiative 
continues to progress within our congregation. We have com-
pleted almost sixty interviews of parishioners and have a dozen 
or so still pending for a total of approximately seventy people. 
The interview is a thirty minute or so conversation in which 
another person seeks to know you better, especially your skills 
and passions. If you would like to be interviewed and have not 
been contacted yet, please talk with Sylvia Cardona, Janice 
Davis, Bill Kukarola, or me. The feedback from interviewees 
so far has been positiveð rarely do we have someone really 
listen to us. 
 
Next we will have a group of parishioners help us to organize 
and communicate our information in an asset map. We will 
identify what our strengths are for other ministries and organi-
zations. Then we will pivot from looking within our congrega-
tion to building our knowledge of Forsyth County.  We want to 
learn about new and existing initiatives that benefit the com-
mon good. This next step in the process will transform how we 
see and do community ministry. Through this approach, we 
will not be restricted to what we can do alone, nor will we see 
community ministry as a burden to our already busy parish. 
 
I know ñABCDò may be confusing or off-putting for some. Let 
me give you a real world example of how we have been part of 
an ABCD initiative alreadyðFamily Promise. We learned 
about this ministry to help families transition from homeless-
ness in 2014. Various leaders in the church attended communi-
ty meetings and learned about the issues and the solutions pro-
vided by Family Promise. The vestry heard a presentation and 
wanted to be involved after the building expansion was com-
pleted.

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When Family Promise began in the fall of 2016, it included thirteen Forsyth County ñhost 
churchesò and many volunteers. ECOHS started out as one of the support churchesðbringing 
food and helping two local host churches, St. Columba and Christ the King Lutheran. That ex-
perience helped us to understand what was involved. Before our final commitment to be a host 
church, we had a parish meeting in which we were clear about how many volunteers would be 
needed for our successful participation. We far exceeded that minimum and the ministry has 
thrived here. By Godôs grace and our faithful efforts, we have helped people to escape home-
lessness and provide for their families. There has been mutual learning and support from all 
involved in the ministry.  
 
This is an example of how ABCD initiatives workðcommunal, creative commitment to the 
common good that stress shared assets and a spirit of cooperation from all involved. This is a 
different model from a church simply doing something for others. Though that approach is of-
ten done well and with sincere caring, it is still often a one-way transaction coming from us in 
a position of strength to others in a position of need. We want to flip that approach so that there 
is mutual participation in the God-given blessings of this community.   
 

I hope this update helps us to better understand what we are working toward in our future com-

munity ministry. We will have a parish dinner on September 19 to give a more complete update 
of where we are in the ABCD process. Until then, may we all enjoy the remaining weeks of 
summer!
