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Scoring – Please have your kids sign names & club names on score sheets and return them to tournament central after each match.   
Backboards – Judgment call – if kid underneath & they are able to make a play – replay, if ball is flying out of bounds & hits the backboard it is out
Bleachers/Chairs – Play up to bleachers – cannot run on other court to play ball – can run up to their court just not onto it
All Current USAV Rules Used- Including Net and Centerline- 
Net Rule – Cannot touch any part of the net when making a play on the ball, whether it be setting, hitting, blocking, etc.
Centerline- Players can cross the centerline- cannot make contact or interfere with the play
Pool Play – Follow tournament format-
Serving – Must serve every toss, cannot drop – no replay (12-14U ALLOWED 1 RE-TOSS)
Substitution – 12 subs – 13th sub will not be allowed to enter – will be charged timeout – if no timeouts a point will be awarded along with side out necessary.
Line-Up- Must be entered as ‘floor position” not “service order”
Time Outs – 2 30 second timeouts per set
Libero – May have 2 liberos on team, may not play at same time, may attack above the net height from beyond the 10’ line – cannot set or attack from in front of 10’ line – May only serve in 1 service rotation per set (even if playing 2 liberos in set).
Additional Coaches Meeting Information

· Jewelry is not allowed per USAV 4.5.1; this means no taping either
· Liberos are not to be listed in your regular line up start 1-6
   		positions.  They are to be listed at the top of the line up sheet and the
   	starting players are listed on the line up sheet.  After the down official
  	 		has verified the line up then they signal for the libero replacement.
· 	 Libero cannot be designated as captain per USAV 19.1.5
·     Coaches MUST leave line up sheet at the table prior to the match

· Cell Phones- No phones are allowed at the scoring table while part of the officiating crew (Penalty 5 pts off next game)
· Coaches please "police the cell phones" in an effort to keep the matches and day running smoothly( Note new point penalties for violations)
MJVBA Modifications
1. Libero needs to have a contrasting color jersey or sports vest.
2. Teams may play with only 5 players – every effort should be made to avoid forcing a team to forfeit due to lack of players.  However, if a team plays with 5 players, they must use a “ghost”   player.  The ghost may start in any position in the service order.
3. Libero is allowed to serve, in only 1 position in the service order (same as National Federation / HS rule). This action needs to be tracked by the scorekeeper & libero tracker.
4. For ages 12 & younger “youth” VB allows boys & girls to play in regular season events.
5. AAU tournaments are NOT required to use “match play” (2 out of 3).  Pool play may consist of only two sets with no deciding set. The number of points played per set may be less than 25 for 1/2 day 12 & under events only.
6. A point cap may NOT be used in any tournament.
