If heavy weight doors are to be used in pocket frames, remove
every other screw  in header track, drill through header material
and shims and replace with 2-3/4" to 3" screws. This will transfer
the weight of the door to the rough framing of the building.
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Alternate wheel positions in track for even weight distribution
