The regular business meeting of the Board of Fire Commissioners of Skagit County Fire District #9 was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Commissioner Gubrud. Present were Commissioner Gubrud, Commissioner Harmon, Commissioner Thomson, Chief Berg and Secretary Berg.  Firefighter Phill Zimmerman and community member John Seehorn also called into the meeting.

Old Business:  

Newsletter – Newsletter was sent out in May.  The commissioners would like the next one sent out in September/October.  Chief Berg has been talking with the Association about sending a newsletter in the mail to everyone in Big Lake.  They are looking for a sponsor for the postage.
Fire Engine – Commissioner Harmon and Chief Berg are still working on ways to be able to fund a new engine.
Road Access – Chief Berg spoke with the attorney about a contract for the Munoz family and needs some input before he can move forward.  Commissioner Thomson will check with Mr. Munoz before moving forward.  Secretary Berg did contact the insurance company and they have no requirement.
Call Report – Secretary Berg gave an update on the call volume for 2021.  We have responded to 139 calls so far this year.  We responded to 29 calls for the month of May.

Chief’s Report:  
· Fireworks – The Association is feverishly working hard to get everything set for the fireworks show now that we have approval to have it.  The Association added Venmo as a way to pay for wristbands or to just make a donation.
· Commissioner Guy’s funeral was an honorable event.  The Guy family is planning on coming to the Association meeting tonight to say thank you.

· Chief Berg had the new project engineer’s at his work price out the station right before Covid hit as an exercise.  The cost would’ve been over 8 million to build the station last summer.

· Call volume has been up.  There have been more back to back calls.  Mount Vernon has been calling for our help more during the weekday.  Last week we had two major heart attacks, one in our parking lot.

· Chief Berg wanted to remind the commissioners that the medic system is one paramedic and one EMT, which is not what was promised when the EMS levy was passed.  

· Walker Valley is past the point of mutual aid.  Mount Vernon is expecting Big Lake to bring the patient to the trail head, but we are the mutual aid.  The commissioners asked Chief Berg to send a letter to the city.
· The new brush truck is getting brakes, new fluids, auto disconnect and getting the radio swapped out.

· The Auxiliary is selling fireworks t-shirts, in memory of George Miller.

· The Auxiliary purchased new sweatshirts for all the firefighters.  

· Department pictures will be taken on the morning of the 3rd.

· The air packs will be flow tested next week by MES.

· The crew had a good save on a house fire a couple of weeks ago.
· The Helicrew is here and the Chopper will be here on Saturday.
