Notice to:  John M. McKay Scholarship students  

Forfeiture of Scholarship  

If you are enrolled in a private school on a McKay Scholarship, you will forfeit your McKay Scholarship if you return 

to public school, including a charter school. 

 

Return to public school means enrolling in any class or program at a public school whether for credit or non-credit. 

This includes both fee and non-fee supported classes and programs offered at a public school. 

 

Forfeiture of the McKay Scholarship to a private school applies to enrolling in the public school at any time including 

during summer months. This includes Driverõs Education and the summer school.   

 

A student may also forfeit their McKay Scholarship eligibility while he or she is participating in a virtual school,    

correspondence school, or distance learning program that receives state funding unless the participation is limited 

to no more than two courses per year. There are no exceptions.
