Deuteronomy 18:15-20
1 Corinthians 7:32-35
Mark 1:21-28

What is the kingdom of God? The word "kingdom" means something more than a territory
or an area of land. It literally means "sovereignty" or "reign" and the power to "rule" and
exercise authority. The prophets announced that God would establish a kingdom not just
for one nation or people but for the whole world. His kingdom is bigger and more powerful
than anything we can imagine because it is universal and everlasting (Daniel 4:3). His
kingdom is full of glory, power, and splendor (Psalm 145:11-13). God sent us his Son not to establish an earthly kihngdom
but to bring us into his heavenly kingdom - a kingdom ruled by truth, justice, peace, and holiness. The kingdom of God is
the central theme of Jesus' mission. It's the core of his gospel message.

How do we enter the kingdom of God? In announcing the good news, Jesus gave two explicit things each of us must do
in order to receive the kingdom of God: repent and believe. Repentance means to change - to change my way of
thinking, my attitude, disposition, and life choices so that Christ can be the Lord and Master of my heart rather than sin,
selfishness, and greed. True repentance requires a contrite heart (Psalm 51:17) and sorrow for sin and a firm resolution to
avoid it in the future. To believe is to take Jesus at his word and to recognize that God loved us so much that he sent his
only begotten Son to free us from bondage to sin and harmful desires. Do we believe that the gospel - the good news of
Jesus - has power to free us from bondage to sin and fear?

Saint of the Weck... St Francis do Sales

Francis was destined by his father to be a lawyer so that the young man could eventually take his
elder’s place as a senator from the province of Savoy in France. So Francis was sent to Padua to
study law. After receiving his doctorate, he returned home and, in due time, told his parents he
wished to enter the priesthood. His father strongly opposed Francis in this, and only after much
patient persuasiveness on the part of the gentle Francis did his father finally consent. Francis was
ordained and elected provost of the Diocese of Geneva. He set out to convert his people, and by
preaching and distributing the little pamphlets he wrote to explain true Catholic doctrine, he had
remarkable success.

At 35, he became bishop of Geneva. While administering his diocese he continued to preach, hear Feast Day: January 24
confessions, and catechize the children. His gentle character was a great asset in winning souls. He
practiced his own axiom, “A spoonful of honey attracts more flies than a barrelful of vinegar.”

Francis authored books, wrote many pamphlets and carried on a vast correspondence. His writings, filled with his
characteristic gentle spirit, are addressed to lay people to help them understand that they too are called to be saints.
Francis is known as the “Gentleman Saint” and is the patron of authors, deafness and journalists.
