“l STAND AT THE
DOOR AND KNOCK”

This story of the painting is told:
The young man who painted the pic-
ture took it to an older artist who
said, “It is too sacred to criticize but
I can see one thing you forgot. There
is no latch on the door.” The young
man replied, “There is not supposed
to be a latch, there is not a latch on
the door of our hearts, it can only be
opened from the inside.”

This story brings to mind the scrip-
ture, “Behold, I stand at the door,
and knock: if any man hear my voice,
and open the door, I will come in to
him, and will sup with him, and he
with me. Rev. 3:20.

The picture of Christ knocking at
the door brings the thought of the
Love and Mercy Jesus has for us, as
our Lord and Saviour.

Some may ask why do we need a
Lord and Saviour? they think they
are getting along alright as they are.

The Bible tells us that we were all
shapen in iniquity and conceived in
sin. Psalms 51:5. This is because of
our sin nature or carnal mind we
inherited from Adam and Ewve, after
the first sin. This sin nature is not
a sin to be repented of, it is not
subject to God, nor can it be. Rom-
ans 7:15, 8:7.

We know that all unrighteousness
is sin in the sight of God and that
God cannot look upon sin. The
Scriptures tell us that all have sin-
ned and come short of the glory of
God. Romans 3:23. Also that the
wages of sin is death. Romans 6:23.

Therefore, in order to have eternal
life, as the Bible tells us we can
have, we must have a way to be
made righteous in God’s sight, and
to have a way to live above sin and
receive the gift of eternal life. Ro-
mans 6:23.

To this end came Jesus Christ, to
save us from sin, and that through
Him we might have eternal life.

The life He lived here on earth is
a pattern for us to live, BUT He did
more than this. He lived on a
Spiritual plain far above us mortals,
because He was the Son of God. He
showed us how to humble ourselves
in God’s sight, how to pray, and be
‘a servant of mankind for God.

He came to give His life that we
might have life and have it more
abundantly. The Blood of Jesus had
to be shed for the sins of the world,
for our salvation, and our sanctifica-
tion.

He was born our Saviour, Christ
the Lord. (Luke 2:11). He later told
Zacharus that, that day had salva-
tion come to his house for the Son of
man came to seek and save that
which was lost. (Luke 19:10.)

When Jesus seeks the lost, He
knocks on their hearts door. He must
need knock and call for there is no
latch on the outside of our heart.
We can open it and let some one in
but they cannot enter by themselves.
You must open the door to Jesus, for
He will not enter in without an invi-
tation, although He is not willing
that any should perish, but that all
should come to repentence. (II Peter
3:9.) If He came in by force it
wouldn’t mean as much as it does
now, and also, it is not His way. We
must realize our own condition and
want to do something about it first.

Jesus knocks on a person’s heart
in many ways: He sends someone to
see you, to talk about your soul; He
puts it in your heart to go to church;
or to read and study your Bible. The
workings of God are mysterious to
we who are mortals. We cannot
understand the ways or clearly see
all of God’s workings or undertak-
ings; for as Paul has said, “Now we
see through a glass, darkly, but then
face to face. Now I know in part;
but then shall I know as I am
known.” (I Cor. 13:12.) Altho we
don’t sometimes understand things,
we always know the call of God and
we always know when the Lord
Jesus Christ knocks on our heart’s
door. When He sends the Holy
Spirit to convict us of our sins, He
speaks with a small, still voice (I
Kings 19:12) to show us where we
have errored and that we can cast
our burdens on Him and find rest.
(Ps. 55:22).

The voice of God is a still small
voice calling to us in our heart. So
we needn’t expect a loud, deafing
voice, like the thundering of a sum-
mer storm. Just the small still voice
that speaks to our heart and reveals
our need for Jesus.

You have heard His voice and now

you ask how you can open the door
of your heart to Him. This is done
by being sorry for the sins you have
committed and by coming to Him
to confess your sins and ask His
forgiveness. Only by Godly sorrow
and with a contrit spirit can any re-
pent to God for the sins he has com-
mitted against Him and fellowmen.
This repentance of sins and the be-
lieving on His name brings us to
open the door of our heart, for as
many as believed He gave the power
to become the Sons of God (John
1:12). Also as He talked with Martha,
He said that he that believed on
Him shall never die. This we know,
means spiritually; as we learn here
and in other accounts in the Scrip-
tures that through belief in Him we
have eternal life.

We must have faith in Jesus, know-
ing that a man is justified by faith
in Jesus Christ. (Gal. 2:16). This
faith comes by hearing, and hearing
by the Word of God. (Romans 10:17.)
We walk after the things of God by
faith and not by sight. (II Cor. 5:7).

We must remember that without
faith it is impossible to please Him,
for he that cometh to God must be-
lieve that He is, and that He is a
rewarder of those that diligently seek
Him. (Hebrews 11:6).

When we have opened our hearts
to Jesus, He will come in and sup
with us, and we with Him. This is a
proof of the fellowship we have with
Jesus, our Saviour, and being made
perfect, by this indwelling of Him
(John 17:23), This also 'gives us a
spiritual life, or the living of Christ
in our hearts by faith, and we know
the love of Christ which passeth
knowledge, that we might be filled
with all the fullness of God (Ephe-
sians 5:17-19). The living of Christ
in our heart makes us want to keep
His commandments, and show by our
life, the Spirit which He gives wus.
(I John 3:24.)

We know that we have Christ
within us, and we know that there
is a fellowship with Him, when we
gather in His name. This is limited
to no number, because He said that
where two or three are gathered to-
gether in His name, there He would
be in their midst. (Matt. 18:20). We
know Jesus draws very near, by the
burning in our hearts as it happened
to the Emmaus disciples after Christ
talked with them. (Luke 24:32.)

All of the disciples tell of the

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Circumstances Cannot
Break God’s Promises

(Reprinted by request from the
May-June, 1951, issue of The
Apostolic Faith.)

Alexander H. Kerr was converted
under the ministry of Dwight L.
Moody at the age of fourteen, and
joined the Presbyterian Church at
Philadelphia. In 1902 Mr. Kerr read
a book entitled “Judah’s Sceptre and
Joseph’s Birthright,” by Bishop Al-
len: In his book, Bishop Allen re-
ferred to the vow Jacob made in
Genesis xxviii,, where we find the
following words, “Of all that Thou
shalt give me, I will surely give the
tenth unto Thee.” Twenty years
later this same Jacob returned to his
home with servants and cattle in
great abundance; he thus became
one of the rich men of the East as
a result of keeping his covenant of
tithing with the Lord God.

With some doubts, but with a sin-
cere desire to test if the Bible is true,
to prove without a shadow of doubt
that here is a personal God and that
His promises are from everlasting to
everlasting, and that they are intend-
ed for the people of this day, Mr.
Kerr, on June 1st, 1902, made a spec-
ial covenant to set aside a certain
percentage of his income for the
work of the Lord. At that time he
had a mortgage on his little home,
owed many obligations, and was bur-
dened with cares and worries espec-
ially of a financial nature. However,
he determined to prove God as did
Jacob (Proverbs III, 9,10; Leviticus
xxvii. 30-32; Genesis xiv. 20 and xiii.
2; especially Malachi iii. 7-18).

Mr. Kerr often remarked that if
modern-day sceptics wanted proof
that there is a God, and that the
Bible is His Holy Word and all its
promises are true, all that is neces-
sary is to tithe for one year, and God
will prove to them without doubt
that He is “the same yesterday, and
today and forever.” Within three
months after Mr. Kerr began to tithe,
unexpected and unforeseen blessings
came to him—so much as that it
seemed to him that God had thus
-opened his eyes to behold His love
:and His faithfulness to His promises,
especially made in regard to tithing
or giving one-tenth.

That same year Mr. Kerr, with a

very small capital, but with strong
faith in God’s tithing promises con-
tained in Malachi iii. 10-12, organized
the firm known as the Kerr Glass
Manufacturing Company which be-
came one of the largest firms selling
fruit jars in the United States. The
jars were manufactured for him in
San Francisco. At the time of the
San Francisco earthquake this firm
was manufacturing his fruit jars. Mr.
Kerr had put practically every cent
he had in the world into his fruit jar
enterprise, and then came the earth-
quake! His friends came to him and
said: “Kerr, you are a ruined man.”
He replied, “I don’t believe it; or if
I am, then the Bible is not true;
I know God will not go back on His
promises.” He wired to San Fran-
cisco, and received the following
reply:

“Your factory is in the heart of the
fire, and undoubtedly is destroyed.
The heat is so intense we will be
unable to find out anything for sev-
eral days.”

What a time of testing this was!
But his faith in the Lord never wav-
ered. He believed Malachi iii. 11,
and stood on this promise, unmoved.
About a week after the earthquake
and fire, a second telegram arrived
saying:

“BEverything for a mile and half
on all sides of the factory burned;
but your factory miraculously saved.”

Mr. Kerr immediately boarded a
train for San Francisco. This factory
was a two-story wooden building
containing the huge tanks where the
glass was melted, which tanks were
kept at 2,500 degrees; oil was used
for fuel, and therefore this building
was the most inflammable in San
Francisco. The fire had raged on all
sides of this glass factory, creeping
up to the wooden fence surrounding
the building and even scorching it;
then the flames and fire leaped
around and over and beyond the
building, burning everything in its
path. However, not a single glass
jar was cracked by earthquake or
fire! This was nothing short of a
miracle of God’s divine power in pro-
tecting this man who held his faith
that God’s promises made to those
who tithe would never be broken
by any circumstances!

In 1912, Mr. Kerr wrote his first
leaflet on the subject of Tithing, en-
titled, “God’s Cure for Poverty.”
This was followed by another tract

entitled, “God’s Loving Money Rule
for Your Financial Prosperity.”
Every case of fruit jars that left that
factory contained one of these leaf-
lets. He advertised to give them
away to people who would judicious-
ly scatter them—bearing the entire
cost himself. From 1912 to the time
of his death, February 9, 1924, he
had freely distributed more than five
million of these leaflets!

Three weeks before his death he
addressed the members of the First
Baptist Church of Riverside, Cali-
fornia, on the blessings and riches
of tithing possessions, income and
increase. Every business in which
he was interested tithed. His re-
turns were so great he created a
Tithing Fund and had it incorpor-
ated. His tithing gifts went around
the world, for he was deeply in-
terested in missions at home and
abroad. He gave liberally.

He was greatly interested in the
distribution of Testaments, Gospels
and religious literature. He rose
from poverty to millions because
he BELIEVED that God would hon-
our His promise to pour out His
blessings today upon any man or
woman who would accurately and
carefully tithe or set aside one-tenth
of his or her possessions, salary or
income for spiritual purposes.

Thus we have a concrete example
that vertifies God’s promises which
He has made to any person, any-
where, anytime, whether religious or
otherwise, to Dbless that person on
financial lines if he will accurately,
systematically, and continually lay
aside the tenth for the work of the
Lord. Any man or woman can prove
God’s promises in regard to the bless-
ings of tithing.

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“lIS THERE ROOM”

Luke 2:1-20 “And it came to pass
in those days, that there went out
a decree from Caesar Augustus that
all the world should be taxed. (And
this taxing was first made when
Cyrenius was Governor of Syria.)
And all went to be taxed, every one
into his own city. And Joseph also
went up from Galilee, out of the
city of Nazareth, into Judea, unto
the city of David, which is called
Bethlehem: (Because he was of the
house and lineage of David). To be
taxed with Mary his espoused wife,
being great with child. And so it
was, that, while they were there, the
days were accomplished that she
should be delivered. And she brought
forth her firstborn son, and wrapped
him in swaddling clothes, and laid
him in a manger: Because there was
no room for them in the inn. And
there were in the same country
shepherds abiding in the field keep-
ing watch over their flock by night.
And, lo, the angel of the Lord came
upon them, and the glory of Lord
shone round about them: And they
were sore afraid. And the angel said
unto them, “Fear not, for behold, I
bring you good tidings of great joy,
which shall be to all people. For
unto you is born this day in the city
of David, a saviour, which is Christ
the Lord. And this shall be a sign
unto you; ye shall find the babe
wrapped in swaddling clothes, lying
in a manger. And suddenly there
was with the angel a multitude of
the Heavenly Host, praising God, and
saying, Glory to God in the highest,
and on earth peace, good will toward
men. And it came to pass, as the
angels were gone away from them
into heaven, the shepherds said one
to another, let us now go even unto
Bethlehem, and see this thing which
is come to pass, which the Lord hath
made known to us. And they came
with haste, and found Mary, and
Joseph, and the babe lying in a
manger. And when they had seen it,
they made known abroad the saying
which was told them concerning
this child. And all they that heard it
wondered at those things which were
told them by the shepherds. But
Mary kept all these things, and
pondered them in her heart. And

the shepherds returned, glorifying
and praising God for all the things
that they had heard and seen, as it
was told unto them.”

I wish to focus our attention on a
part of verse 7, and also to the shep-
herds watching over their flocks.
This includes verses 8 through 20.
The last part of verse 7 reads, “Be-
cause there was no room for them in
the inn.” This was spoken about
Joseph and Mary as they came to
be taxed. There were so many
people that accomodations could not
be found. Everything was full. There
was no way to make reservations in
advance, because walking or mule-
back was the common mode of
transportation. Telephone and tele-
graph were unknown, so it was not
possible to send notice in advance.

Everywhere they turned it was
the same answer, “No room”. The
crowd jostled one another in the
street, and there were people,
people, people — a most uncomfort-
able situation when a person is tired
and desires rest. A milling, jostling
throng is most wearysome to the
tired traveler. This was the atmos-
phere of Bethlehem and Jerusalem,
just prior to the birth of Jesus. We
see a comparable situation in the
daily living of humans today. I am
not speaking of any certain place
upon this earth’s surface, but I am
speaking of the busy, filled life. The
majority of people are so busy with
various activities of daily living that
there is no room for Jesus. From
heart to heart he seeks to find
entrance, and always it is the same
answer, “no room”. People are either
too busy making money or trying to
assure security for their loved ones,
and there is no room for Jesus; no
time to worship three times a week.
Some feel that they are to be graci-
ously commended for attending a
worship service once a week. I
knew a man who attended church
once a year. He could be found at
Easter Sunrise Service. Today he has
a broken home — he and his wife are
separated. This is a sad story of no
room for Jesus. You might say,
“there are broken homes among
those who attend church more reg-
ularly”. TI’ll agree that these are two
facts, and both on the extreme. I
do feel, however, that the smaller
percentage of broken homes would
be among the homes that have room

for Jesus. Not only room for Jesus
to come into their lives, but also
room to let Jesus and Christianity
glow forth from their lives with
deeds of thoughfulness towards
others.

The extreme opposite of the busy
throng in the city is the quiet, peace-
ful hillside just a short distance out-
side the cities. Here the lowly shep-
herds abide with their flocks, and
only the night sounds disturb the
peaceful scene. Perhaps a wolf or
coyote howling near by would cause
the flocks to stir, and the shepherds
to watch more closely. Otherwise,
a calm, pleasant atmosphere pre-
vails, made radiant by the shining of
the moon and twinkling of the stars.
It could not be said that there is “no
room” here. Everywhere there is
room, and yet nature engulfs every-
thing. God is noted in everthing that
you see, hear, touch, or smell. One
of the more important places of room
in this surrounding is room for
thought. When the flocks are sleep-
ing and the wolves are not bothering,
there is nothing to disturb; so the
shepherds can meditate. One of the
God given privileges that I thorough-
ly enjoy is the chance to be alone on
the hillside — just sitting, thinking,
and meditating. Many a person could
have avoided a pitfall in life by tak-
ing time to think and meditate.
Room to receive the counsel of the
Lord.

The baby Jesus arrived amongst
the milling busy throngs, but the
news arrived first to the lowly shep-
herds on the hillside with plenty of
room. Jesus always is made known
to that individual with room in their
heart for the good, the truth, and
the light.

There is a portion of the scripture
that always thrills my heart, and
that is Luke 2:8-14 “And there were
in the same country shepherds abid-
ing in the field, keeping watch over
their flocks by night, and, lo, the
angel of the Lord came upon them,
and the glory of the Lord shone
round about them, and they were
sore afraid. And the angel said unto
them, “Fear not, for behold I bring
you good tidings of great joy, which
shall be to all people. For unto you
is born this day in the city of David,
a saviour, which is Christ the Lord.
And this shall be a sign unto you:
Ye shall find the babe wrapped in

swaddling clothes, lying in a manger.
And suddenly there was with the
angels a multitude of the Heavenly
Host praising God, and saying, Glory
to God in the highest, and on earth
peace, good will toward men.”

These common people were ac-
corded one of the rare privileges of
all time. They were told that the
greatest leader of all had arrived on
the earth. This was proclaimed to
them by the angels in the splendor of
the beautiful hill country, amidst
the roomy vastness of the grazing
country. The angels did not say “A
King is born”, they said, “Unto you
a Saviour is born”. One of the great
things that made the Gospel so ef-
fective was “that the poor have the
gospel preached to them.” Matt. 11:5.
These were the words that Jesus
sent as assurance to John the Bap-
tist, just prior to the death of John
at the chopping block.

Let us be careful to always have
room in our heart for the Gospel. It
will mean the difference between
life and death at the judgment. If
we do not have room for Jesus now,
we will be among that number who
are turned away from the door of
heaven with these words, “I know
you not whence ye are”. Luke 13:25.
There will be no rcom for the room-
less in heaven.

“Is there room?” Our way of living
will determine the answer to that
question at the judgment. We can
have the assurance of an abundant
entrance into heaven if there is room
for Jesus in our daily living now.
You, and you alone, will determine
how this question will be answered,
“Is there room?”

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IT IS TIME TO REPENT

“My Spirit shall not always strive
with man”, Gen. 6:3, are the words
of God. It is true no one knows the
hour or day of Jesus’ return to earth.
But He didn’t leave us without warn-
ing. Christ gave us signs that we
might know the last days. Jesus said
“For nation shall rise against nation,

All these are the beginning of sor-
rows”. Matt. 24:7-8. Selfish men
with a desire for world power, honor,
and fame has been the ground floor
of war and turmoil. Not caring for
the loss of millions of lives, billions
of dollars, many heartaches and sor-
row to others.

1914 was the beginning of what is
considered by most prophecy stu-
dents as the beginning of the war
period. Active war lasted from 1914
until 1917. These three years cost
America many lives and dollars.
There was peace, but only for a
season. In 1939 Hitler began to
spread over Europe like a fire in a
pine forest. First taking the small
countries, using their power to re-
inforce his own, and then taking the
larger nations. Sunday, Dec. 7, 1941,
Japan like a red tail hawk, swooped
down upon our navy in Pearl Harbor.
Within a matter of minutes, the
American fleet was greatly crippled.
This brought World War II to its
head. With nations rising against
nations all over the world.

After the fall of Japan and Ger-
many, there was no peace. The
bloody Korean War was yet to come.
After the Korean conflict was settled
there was still no peace. How could
one have peace when all we hear is
the greater powers of destruction we
have now developed. The H bomb
many more times powerful than the
A bomb. Guided missiles carrying
atomic warheads. Jet fighters that
fly faster than sound. Super bomb-
ers that could carry enough H bombs
to ruin the whole earth. Can anyone
have peace with all this going on
every day? There is only one way
out of this world alive and that is to
be counted among this number found
in Rev. 14:3-4, “. . . . and no man
could learn this song but the hundred
and forty and four thousand, which
were redeemed from the earth. These
are they which were not defiled with

the woman: for they are virgins,
these are they which follow the
Lamb withersoever He goeth, These
were redeemed from among men,
being the firstfruits unto God and to
the Lamb.” Jesus spoke these com-
forting words, “And when these
things began to come to pass, then
look up, and lift up your heads; for
your redemption draweth mnigh”.
Luke 21:28. Surely the end is nearer
than many may think, even at the
door.

Matt. 24:32-33, Jesus spoke these
words, “now learn a parable of the
fig tree; when his branch is yet
tender, and putteth forth leaves, ye
know that summer is nigh, so like-
wise ye, when ye shall see all these
things, know that it is near even at
the door”. We all know that the fig
tree is a symbol of the Jewish Na-
tion, though most people give it
little thought. Many people of the
present age think very little about
the Jews and their return to Pales-
tine. However, this plays a very im-
portant part in the field of Prophecy.
Israel for many centuries has been
a nation of many sorrows. In the
last 34 centuries this nation has been
destroyed forty times. God pro-
nounced woe upon them and the
nations of the world have looked
down upon the Jew and punished
them severly.

Spain was the “mistress of the
seas” with the worlds strongest navy.
After persecuting the Jews their
matchless navy met a raging sea of
wrath, losing almost all their sea
power. Henceforth Spain is counted
among the least of world powers.
France was once in power and after
the Jews were persecuted and cast
out, this country, too fell in power.
Germany attempted to conquer the
world and 6,000,000 Jews lost their
lives at the hands of the Germans.
I feel that this has a hand in their
fall and the present condition their
country is in. God has spoken “. . .
For he that toucheth You, toucheth
the apple of My eye”, Zec. 2:8. With
all this trouble and many others
that could be mentioned the Jews are
still a determined people.

In Dec. 1917, a British general,
Gen. Allemby, marched into the Holy
City taking it from the Turkish
government. Allemby marched into
the city without the firing of a gun.
Rather, he had a Bible under his
arm. The word Allemby in the Turk-

ish language means “God against us”.
Since this time the Jews have been
returning to their home land. It
isn’t just a few scattered Jews that
are returning, but they are coming
from every corner of the earth thus
fulfilling the prophecy of Isa. 43:5-6,
“I will bring thy seed from the east,
and gather thee from the west; I
will say to the north, give up; and
to the south, keep not back: bring
my sons from far, and my daughters
from the ends of the earth”.

The present day state of Israel
consists of about 7,800 square miles,
and already the population exceeds
1,500,000. The land which was once
barren desert is now filled with
beautiful homes, large cities, and
many factories. 6,000,000 trees were
planted in remembrance of the six
million Jews that lost their lives at
the hands of the Germans. Again
scripture is fulfilled, “the wilderness
and the solitary place shall be glad
for them; and the desert shall re-
joice, and blossom as the rose”, Isa.
35:1.

Israel is not in poverty. In its Dead
Sea alone there is mineral wealth of
approximately 1,388 billion dollars,
not to mention the factories, the oil,
and many other means of prosperity.
The branch is yet tender but putting
forth leaves. Surely this is a sign to
all that the end is near, even at the
door.

With all this taking place in the
world, let us take a look at the
U. S. A. A nation founded on re-
ligious principles. We even stamp
our money “In God We Trust” and
all the church bodies would number
about 600. Not all of these church
bodies are registered and recognized.
Only 254 of these were registered in
1954. Why so many different beliefs,
all supposedly based on God’s Holy
Word? Paul tells us the reason, “For
the time will come when they will
not endure sound doctrine; but after
their own lust shall heap to them-
selves teachers, having itching ears;”
IT Tim. 4:3. In the 254 church bodies
mentioned above there are about 97
million members, this being near
60 per cent of the population in the
U. S. This figure does not include
the small undenominational move-
ments which would bring the figure
to an unbelievable high.

It would be a wonderful thing if
all that were professing actually
were covered by the Blood of Christ.
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But you and I know there are multi-
plied thousands who have their
names on the church roll and are
seldom found in the Lord’s house.
They are too busy trying to take
care of the world to worry about
their soul’s need.

The American highways are
cluttered with beer and liquor signs.
Everywhere you look there’s another
roadhouse, another liquor store go-
ing strong. Our people are surely
sinking deeper and deeper into dark-
ness of sin.

“For as in the days that were be-
fore the flood they were eating,
drinking, marrying, giving in mar-
riage, until the day that Noah ent-
ered the ark”, Matt. 24:38. People
were much the same then, as they
are today. They had forgotten their
God and turned to the pleasures of
the world. They were so engrossed
in the world that Noah’s preaching
could not reach their hearts. Noah
preached to the people for about 120
years and warned them there would
be a flood upon the earth but they
did not heed. Noah believed God and
knew He would destroy the earth by
water though there had never yet
been a cloud in the sky. The people
didn’t even know what rain was
until it was too late. They perished
in their unbelief. The door of the
ark had been rclosed. Indeed the
seripture was fulfilled “My Spirit
shall not always strive with man”.

Today you and I have loved ones
outside the ark of safety. They have
often heard the message that Jesus
is coming soon and have hardened
their hearts. Many times convinced
and convicted, but they heed not
this glorious light, neither call upon
Jesus Christ the Lamb of God that
takes away the sin of the world.
They never stop to think that one
day they will have heard this mes-
sage for the last time. They’re not
taking time to listen to the still
small voice of he Lord that bids
them “come, and I will give thee
rest”. Jesus stands at the hearts door
and knocks, yet Jesus and all His
love and splendor is turned away.
They don’t realize that the end is
even at the door.

“And earthquakes shall be in
divers places, and famines, and pes-
tilences; and fearful sights, and
great signs shall there be from
heaven”. Luke 21:11. People in these
last days think very little about

world conditions. L. Don Leet, Harv-
ard seismologist, revealed that 1950
was the worst quake year since 1906,
the year of San Francisco’s catastro-
phe. Last year the U. S. had no
major quakes, but over the rest of
the earth there was a total of 796
quakes reported.

In the last five centuries the in-
crease has been mostly since World
War I. This is not just by chance
that God’s Word is coming to pass.
Note that in the last five centuries
quakes have increased from 137 to
over 2,000 per century.

Famine has been great. While the
U. S. has had plenty, other nations
of the world have not been so lucky.
Japan and China have not had
enough to eat for years. The people
of war stricken nations could tell
a very ugly story along these lines.

America has experienced some of
the worlds pestilences. The great war
against polio has been a long hard
fight. The dreaded disease still has
no cure. Heart disease is another,
with all the programs, drives and
other things that have come to fight,
still takes the lives of more people
than all other diseases combined.
Luke 21:26, “Men’s hearts failing
them for fear, ... ”.
