Indian Association of Teachers in Biological Sciences (IATBS):
The main objective of this Association is to upgrade the quality of teaching and learning in Biological Sciences at all levels, both inside and outside the education system. The classical nature of Biological Sciences has undergone a radical change in past few decades. The subjects like Agriculture, Biotechnology, Botany, Environment Science, Fisheries, Forestry, Horticulture, Life Sciences, Medicine, Microbiology, Pharmacy and Zoology under Biological Sciences have gained an inter disciplinary approach. Students and teachers in the graduate and post graduate courses need to use a variety of instruments for collecting and analyzing data. Moreover, there is a vast opportunity of research in all these disciplines for students as well as teachers. 

In view of this, the association felt obliged to provide the teachers in Biological Sciences an opportunity to acquire in-depth knowledge on laboratory design, laboratory safety, laboratory auditing, IQ, OQ, PQ and good laboratory practices besides principle, application, calibration and preventive maintenance of the common laboratory instruments. The Association also intends to familiarize the willing teachers and students to modern tools and techniques in biological investigations for undertaking research projects. A series of workshops is being planned for this purpose. The present workshop is designed to include common laboratory facilities and instruments needed for the undergraduate students in all subjects mentioned above. The Association strongly feels that participation in this workshop be a prerequisite to the participation in the higher level specialty workshops. These specialty workshops on Electron microscopy and Histology; HPTLC- IR and Flash Chromatography; 2D, Super-critical and HPTL Chromatography; Protein separation and Purification; Herbaria and Museum Technology; etc. will be held at prestigious institutions catering to research.

Ramniranjan Jhunjhunwala College:
R. J. College, at Ghatkopar, a North- Eastern suburb of Mumbai, is a multi faculty college with 22 Departments offering undergraduate and post graduate programmes in Arts, Science and Commerce faculties. A premier institution affiliated to University of Mumbai, R. J. College, established in 1963, has grown exponentially having an enrollment of 7000 students. Besides the graduation and post graduation programmes in the classical subjects, the college offers contemporary courses in management studies, banking and insurance, computer sciences and biotechnology. 

The Department of Zoology, in absence of a University Department, has carved its own niche among the colleges affiliated to the University of Mumbai. Reaching R. J. College:

Local train to Ghatkopar station or a Taxi (auto-rickshaw from Kurla) can take you to the venue of the workshop. The College is very close to the Thane end of Ghatkopar railway station on the west, just outside the platform number one.

The participants shall have to bear the traveling expenses as well as make their own arrangements of stay. 

The monsoon lasts usually till the end of September and by November the weather is fairly pleasant with the temperature of about 32 oC during the day and about 25 oC during night. The festive season of Diwali would still be on and the markets will still be flooding with commodities from clothes to decorative articles.
