Thank you very much for your donation towards the restoration of St. John Cantius (Oakburn
Farms) Church. ,

At this time, the committee would like to update the donors on the
progress. In October, 2023 the start of the steeple repair
commenced. With the use of a crane and a local carpenter, the
committee was able to prevent further moisture damage to the
steeple of the church by applying tin. It was a late start but more
work needs to be completed.

This spring the committee requires a larger crane to complete
work at the top of the steeple. While having this equipment, there
is a need for repairing and painting the upper windows and some
siding.

Dear Padre,

A friend claims that various saints have appeared to her.
Is this something that really happens?

Your friend might be experiencing what are called “private” revelations. Many
recognized saints experienced visions in which Jesus, Mary, or the disciples
spoke to them. These revelaticns were sometimes the sparks that caused future
saints to leave whatever they were doing and follow Jesus in a dynamic way.

Saint Francis of Assisi was a rich young man who had a vision of Christ
that radically changed his life. After this private revelation, Francis embraced
poverty and devoted himself to the care of the sick. He founded the Franciscans
to carry on his mission. An example of recent private revelations are the
apparitions at Medjugorje. Even though the Church has not formally recognized
these revelations, many have discovered a deeper faith because of them.

The Catechism of the Catholic Church says this about private revelations: “Throughout the ages, there have
been so-called “private” revelations, some of which have been recognized by the authority of the Church. They
do not belong, however, to the deposit of faith. It is not their role to improve or complete Christ’s definitive
Revelation, but to help live more fully by it in a certain period of history” (CCC 67).

It is important to note whether the private revelation is contrary to the faith or the morals of the Church, and
whether a particular revelation brings one closer to God. @
