   instructions.  This fee is paid directly to the teacher.   

   Make checks payable to the teacher. 

 

3. In selecting classes, use the following guidelines: 

 Beginner Taught at a slow pace with teacher assistance. 

 Intermediate Taught at a medium pace with moderate teacher assist. 

 Advanced Taught at a brisk pace with minimal teacher assist. 

 

4. Bring your normal painting supplies to class.  This includes brushes, 

palette, paper towels, brush cleaner (odorless but baby oil preferred) two water 

containers, graphite paper (black & white), stylus, etc.  If any special supplies 

are required, they will be listed in the class description. 

 

5. The art of decorative painting uses products that may cause adverse 

reactions to those with sensitivity.  You are asked to use your judgment 

as to classes that you attend.  GTDP assumes no liability for these 

products. Absolutely no sprays, odorless turp or products labeled 

"hazardous" may be used inside or near open doors or windows at
