AUTISM: 

Autism Institute
I have a series of four workshops on working with students with Autism. 
This series addresses the characteristics of Autism across all four days. 
Each workshop can be done on its own or within the series. 

Day 1: Creating an Instructional Environment for Students with Autism
This workshop discusses the diagnosis of Autism in a general sense and introduces the characteristics of this disability. 

Creating an Instructional Environment for Students with Autism
Summary: The primary focus of this workshop will be creating a learning environment specifically for students with moderate to severe Autism. Participants will review basic characteristics of Autism and discuss elements necessary for classroom serving this population.

BEHAVIOR:


Conscious Discipline- A New Perspective on Behavior for Students With Moderate to Severe Disabilities (Better Behavior Begins with Me)
Summary: This workshop will introduce the three major components of Conscious Discipline. Participants will learn how the three states of the brain influence behavior. Participants will learn about the seven principles and seven skills that affect the way we interact with each. Conscious Discipline is focused on empowering the adult first to see each behavior as a learning opportunity.

Presentation Objectives:

1) Participants will identify the three states of the brain and understand how each one affects behavior.
2) Participants will identify methods to build a school family and enhance connection among staff and students
3) Participants will look at  seven principles to guide interaction and decisions about discipline

The above workshop can serve as the day 1 of a four day series doing an in depth study of the principles conscious discipline using the Conscious Discipline Book by Loving Guidance.
 
Level 1 This level is based on the seven powers and seven skills of Conscious Discipline. 
Day 1: Brain Based Learning
Day 2: Composure, encouragement, assertiveness
Day 3: Choice & Positive Intent & Empathy
Day 4: Consequences and Wrap Up
Level 2 This level is about classroom implementation of the principles of conscious discipline
Day 1: Review of Basic Principles, Building School Family and Introduction of Schubert
Day 2: Setting Limits Without Guilt 
Day 3: Preventing Power Struggles
Day 4: 10 Steps to Positive Discipline

What is Challenging Behavior? HELP!!!! I can’t make them behave.
Summary: This workshop will introduce three major areas of dealing with student behavior. All behavior has a communicative intent, classic techniques that backfire, guidelines for managing behavior, positive reinforcement systems, behavior prevention strategies, behavior intervention cautions. 

Presentation Objectives: 
	1) Participants will identify three things that are communicated through behavior. 
	2) Participants will describe three behavior prevention strategies.
	3) Participants will demonstrate three behavior intervention cautions. 


COMMON CORE:

Common Core for Students with Disabilities
Summary: This workshop delves into the National Center and State Collaborative instructional supports for common core state standards. This workshop identifies three different levels to break down and “unpack” the CCSS for students. This workshop emphasizes how special education teachers usually are doing activities that can be tied to CCSS but don’t always know how to articulate the connection. 

Presentation Objectives:
1) Participants will identify the three levels of support provided by the NCSC wiki page. 
2) Participants will define three themes by which to teach CCSS.
3) Participants will explain three specific sections of resources that provide supports to use with students. 

Accessing Common Core for Students with Significant Cognitive Disabilities (Moderate to Severe Disabilities)
Summary: This workshop will introduce the new alternate curricular supports from the National Center and State Consortium that California will be using. They are based on the Common Core Standards and have been written for students with significant cognitive disabilities. 

Presentation Objectives: 
1. Participants will be introduced to the Curricular Supports for Common Core. 
1. Participants will be given an overview of the new professional development modules that have been developed for the instructional supports.
1. Participants will review a systematic method of instruction for common core state standards
Looking at Common Core Supports and Resources
Summary: This workshop delves into the National Center and State Collaborative instructional supports for common core state standards, front loads participants with resources already tied to the standards and facilitates instructional planning. This workshop is appropriate for general education teachers, and special education teachers. 

Presentation Objectives:
1. Participants will be able to describe difference between connectors and regular 			state standards.
1. Participants will be able to name three instructional resources that are multi-			modal for student engagement.
1. Participants will identify a plan for 1-2 months instruction for one content area.  

College and Career Readiness for Students with Significant Cognitive Disabilities (Moderate to Severe Disabilities)
Summary: This workshop will explore the five areas of college and career readiness for all students and build on implementation in instruction for students with moderate to severe and profound disabilities. This workshop will assist teachers in making the shift to a new way of looking at standards based instruction for this student population.

Presentation Objectives: 
1. Participants will understand how ALL students will be able to work on college and career readiness principles. 
1. Participants will be able to articulate how their instruction supports common core college and career readiness principles. 
1. Participants will be able to show implementation of college and career readiness activities in lesson planning.
1. Participants will be able to show how college and career readiness principles align to IEP goals and objectives.  

AT For Common Core College and Career Readiness 
Summary: This workshop will explore the use of Assistive Technology across the five areas of college and career readiness for all students. Teachers need to be able to address access to more than just content now. They must look at access to new assessments. Teachers must feel comfortable in all areas of Universal Design for Learning.  This workshop will explore how Assistive Technology can impact the five areas of Common Core College and Career Readiness. 
This workshop can be done in a four part series or as a standalone overview workshop.

AT for Common Core College and Career Readiness for Students with Significant Cognitive Disabilities Four Part Series (also available on the AbleNet University Recorded Webinars)

AT for Common Core College and Career Readiness for Students with Significant Cognitive Disabilities Part 1: Communication
Communicative Competency is the foundation to instruction. Students with significant disabilities must also be able to achieve all the aspects of communication including exchanging information and ideas, ask and answer questions, and make comments about daily life, the world in which they live and the academic content in their classes. This workshop will explore a variety of communication options for these students. 

AT for Common Core College and Career Readiness for Students with Significant Cognitive Disabilities Part 2: Fluency in Reading, Writing and Math 
Opportunities for learning academic content is essential for students with significant cognitive disabilities. Functional skills can be taught as part of any academic lesson. This workshop will explore instructional and access strategies for literacy, math and science concepts for students with significant cognitive disabilities. 

AT for Common Core College and Career Readiness for Students with Significant Cognitive Disabilities Part 3: Independent Work Skills and Social Skills
In its inception, Special Education was never meant to be separate. It was intended to provide students the supports they need to be as successful as possible. This thought process includes independent work skills and social skills. This workshop will explore what kinds of strategies and supports that AT can afford a student in natural environments related to learning. 

AT for Common Core College and Career Readiness for Students with Significant Cognitive Disabilities Part 4: Supporting Access Skills
Least Restrictive Environment (LRE) is a legislative right of our students with disabilities. This workshop will explore how teachers are supporting students in learning assistance seeking behaviors through the use of AT to create opportunities of greater independence and truly finding the least restrictive environment. Teaching access skills will develop self advocacy and self determine skills. AT can build skills and opportunities for all students with disabilities. 

Making Common Core Literacy Accessible for Students with Significant Cognitive Disabilities
Summary: This workshop will introduce the components of accessible literacy for students with significant cognitive disabilities. It will review the importance of using Assistive Technology for students who have limited motor skills. This workshop has three levels that can be standalone sessions of a series.

Making Common Core Mathematics Accessible for Students with Significant Cognitive Disabilities			
Summary: This workshop will introduce the components of accessible mathematics for students with significant cognitive disabilities.  This workshop has two levels that can be taught as standalone sessions or in series.

1. Participants will learn how to create a learning environment that enhances
learning opportunities for all students through assistive technology and the principles of Universal Design for Learning. .
1. Participants will learn how to take grade level appropriate materials and adapt the abstract math concept to a concrete manipulative activity for students.
1. Participants will learn how to differentiate the math concept to multiple levels of understanding. 

· Making Common Core Literacy and Math can be combined for a single day training. 


Common Core Planning and Implementation
Summary: This workshop will review the common core connectors as a means to access the standards for students with disabilities. Participants will explore online resources to develop standards based activities. Participants will receive a math template to plan out monthly units, and daily activities based on the grade level standards.

Summary: How does the special education teacher transform the classroom to meet the challenges of 21st century learning? There are a number of strategies and technology tools that will assist teachers in offering successful access to academic content. 

Online free professional development opportunities are available, where teachers can learn and apply new knowledge and skills that will improve effective use of technology and teaching strategies.  Live or recorded sessions offer special education teachers the opportunity to take advantage of content experts in their field.

These webinars can offer teachers useful skills in using Assistive Technology to plan, prepare and provide opportunities for participation and engaging instruction.  

The Action Dictionary provides the teacher with multiple methods to integrate the technology into lesson delivery and participation. 

By exploring the online webinars in the AbleNet University, investigating new Assistive Technology resources and researching the Action Dictionary, this workshop will provide participants with keys to unlocking a transformation in their own classrooms.

1. Participants will state three solutions to transform the classroom for students with moderate to severe disabilities.
1. Participants will use the Action Dictionary to find alternative access strategies for an ELA and Math lesson.

Universal Design for Learning
Summary: This workshop presents the foundational aspects of Universal Design for Learning, beginning for the three main principles and introducing the concepts of environmental access. This will give participants a solid grounding in concepts of expression, representation, and engagement with some reference to assistive technology.

1. Participants will be able to name the three principles of UDL.
1. Participants will identify three ways to create an accessible physical environment for students with disabilities.
1. Participants will explain three ways to create access to instruction. 

Universal Design for Learning - Good teaching strategies to include students with moderate to severe disabilities
Summary: This workshop will introduce the major components of Universal Design for Learning. Participants will learn how the three networks of the brain tie to the three principles of UDL to create a positive learning environment for all students.

A Closer Look At Universal Design for Learning
Summary: This is an advanced exploration of UDL. In this workshop, participants will investigate the curricular aspects of UDL: goals, methods, materials and assessment.

A Deeper Look At Universal Design
Summary: This workshop is aimed at early childhood programs as a level 2 model of inclusion through Universal Design for Learning. Participants will explore multi methods of access and engagement for all students. Participants will receive inclusive resources that provide instructional supports across ability levels.

1. Participants will name three resources they could use in an inclusive setting. 
1. Participants will name three main goals of UDL for inclusive environments. 
1. Participants will name three different methods of access for differentiation of 	instruction. 	


Differentiation of Instruction For Students With Disabilities
Summary: This workshop looks at the use of technology and website resources through the lens of Universal Design for Learning. Participants get a chance to explore a variety of interactive technology tools to engage all learners as well as examine how to provide active learning strategies at three different levels of learning. 

Presentation Objectives: 
	1) Participants will identify how to use three different technology tools for active 	engagement. 
	2) Participants will identify three different instructional strategies for creating interactive 	learning environments.

FOUNDATIONAL WORKSHOPS FOR MODERATE TO SEVERE: 

Creating a Positive Learning Environment in a Moderate to Severe Classroom
Summary: Many teachers who work with students who have severe disabilities (SD) struggle with ways to “teach” their students while addressing both academic content and functional skills.  This topic will give a framework to participants of how to manage a classroom with the most involved students, medically and developmentally.  Teachers will gain the confidence and competency to work with these students.  

Presentation Objectives:  
1. Participants will review educational responsibilities for students with Moderate to Severe Disabilities.  
2) 	Participants will explore the paradigm shift from babysitter to teacher 
3)  	Participants will explore instructional tools for working with students are the most challenged physically, developmentally and medically. 


Educational Benefit for Students with Significant Cognitive Disabilities- Creating
Legally Defensible Standards Based Programs
Summary: This workshop will explore the four elements that make up Educational Benefit for Students with Significant Cognitive Disabilities: Placement, Program, Participation and Partnerships. Placement covers LRE and FAPE, Program covers Environment, Curriculum, Staff, and IEP, Participation covers access and engagement and finally Partnerships covers interactions with all adults.

Educational Implications of Syndromes, Disabilities and Disorders

The materials and discussion will focus on the unique developmental profiles of students in severely disabled programs, especially the syndromes and medical conditions regularly encountered.  The impact on instruction and planning, and the relationship between developmentally and age appropriate materials will be included.

Collaborating with the Special Education Teacher and Instructional Staff to Meet the Needs of Students with Moderate/Severe Disabilities in the GE Setting
Summary: This workshop will focus on the state content standards for students with moderate to severe disabilities. Participants will have the opportunity to discuss ways to collaborate with special education staff to meet the needs of these students in a general education setting. Discussion will focus on ways to make appropriate modifications and adaptations to content areas using Alternate Achievement Standards. Effective use of paraeducators and material preparation will be discussed.  Content areas will be examined and instruction based on grade level content given at the functioning level of student will be presented.

INDIVIDUAL EDUCATION PLANS:

Beyond Basics of IEP Writing: Pinpointing what student can do and how to measure it
Summary: Focus of this workshop will be on identifying ways to pinpoint the specific skills a student with severe and profound disabilities need and then figuring out how to measure it and change it from year to year. Teachers who work with students with severe and profound disabilities have trouble identifying the “what” a student can do when developing a standards based IEP. Then teachers don’t really know how to measure it or make changes to the goal if it is not met. This workshop will help participants develop more specific IEP goals that are not only based on standards but focus in on teaching standards based grade level content at the functioning level of student with functional skills embedded in the instruction.

Participant Outcomes 
1. Participants will be given some ideas of how to look at specific areas of skills and skill clusters.
1. Participants will learn basic ideas of how to teach, and build on that skill.
1. Participants will look at ways to write up a goal to monitor skill acquisition. 
1. Participants will identify ways to modify the goal if not met to retain instruction of skill. 

IEP’s . . .Individualization and Standardization?
Summary: This workshop will examine how we create standards based IEP’s for students functioning far below basic. We will look at how these ideas are not mutually exclusive but guide specialized instruction for all students.

INSTRUCTIONAL WORKSHOPS:

Access and Engagement using Assistive Technology for Students with Significant Disabilities

Summary:  Assistive Technology provides access for someone to be independent. Switch use provides a student control over his or her environment, while AAC devices allow control over communication. 
Many of our teachers are not familiar with the use of Assistive Technology. This workshop will focus on two main areas of AT: Switch use and Communication. Switch Use will look at stopping the hand over hand madness and getting beyond cause and effect. The communication segment will explore the concept that communication is more than a device, it is the messages that make the difference. 
Since neither of these areas exist in a vacuum, this workshop will provide examples of how to incorporate AT into and throughout the school day. We will look at creating opportunities for students to interact in environment and communicate across school settings. 

Presentation Objectives:
1) Participants will identify three ways to use switches
2) Participants will distinguish difference between switch and AAC device
3) Participants will provide an alternate method of assistance to hand over hand
4) Participants will state three ways to use AAC in academic content area

Accessing Unique Learning System for Students with Significant Disabilities
Summary: Many districts are using the Unique Learning System with their classrooms of students with moderate to severe disabilities. Many teachers remain challenged at how to provide access for their students with more complex needs and significant disabilities. This workshop shows teachers how to increase access and engagement for this student population using actual Unique Lessons but generic enough, these strategies and be used over and over again. This is NOT a Unique training workshop. I am not providing training on the program only how to provide access for your students. This workshop does not include navigation of website.

It will take a look at strategies and tools available for working professionals.  It will also review evidence based practices and basic instructional strategies for working with students with more complex physical and cognitive needs.

Summary: This workshop reviews the process of instruction including: Anticipatory, Body and Conclusion. It also differentiates the Body of the lesson into the direct instruction (large group), guided practice (small group) and if able, independent practice. The focus is on how this looks in a classroom for students with more complex needs and roles of staff in each phase of instruction. 

Presentation Objectives: 
	1) Participants will identify the steps of instruction.
	2) Participants will complete a lesson plan to practice flow of lesson including 	responsibilities of each staff member throughout the lesson. 
	3) Participants will be able to explain how access engagement are incorporated in each phase 	of lesson. 

Eliminate Activities and Create Engaging Learning Experiences That Motivate Students with Significant Disabilities
Summary:  Most activities that occur in a special education classroom are focused on “functional” skills or exposing students to content skills. These activities either come from great websites or sometimes from a composition of activities that are based on content standards. But rarely are they truly learning experiences. A missing piece that has escaped our planning when preparing for the day, is the need for a complete learning experience. An experience is one that lasts. It engages and excites. It forms a memory. Activities tend to be those things that become used to fill time.  
This workshop will take participants on a journey to create a multi-sensory learning experience that not only engages and motivates but has intention. It will incorporate the elements of Universal Design for Learning and Multiple Intelligence. It will help teachers create learning experiences that build connections with students. It will present concrete strategies to create an active learning experience regardless of topic using assistive technology. We will also look at instructional technology and web based/game based learning. 
We will build learning experiences that have a strong focus on the three M’s: Multiple Modalities, Meaning Interactions and Motivating to students.

It will also help teacher to tie standards based instruction to IEP Goals and objectives.
