
                                                                      

MARION TOWNSHIP SUPERVISORS MEETING March 13, 2012 at the Township Building

Vice Chairman Roan called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. followed by Pledge of Allegiance  

 

Chapman made a motion to approve the minutes from February 14, 2012 meeting. Roan 2

Aberegg-Abstained (he was absent from this meeting) Roan – Yes Chapman - Yes  

   

Public Comments: 
Terri Quici CATA Commute presented information for long distance commuters.  There is a need for workers from 
long distances to be able to use a vanpool program.   They started with 6 van and now they have 31 12 to 15-passenger 
vans in operation as of today.  The drivers are all volunteers.  They service Altoona, Snow Shoe, Lock Haven, Howard, 
and Philipsburg in 10 different counties surrounding Centre County.  Cost would be about $63.00 a month per person 
for a full van of 12 persons using the service.  A taxi ride will be furnished for emergencies if some one needs to leave 

work early.   Marion Township would be willing to furnish parking for persons using this service, either at the office 
building or Community Park.  Terri is looking into having a system set up for persons needing van service for medical 
appointments from Marion Township.  Various area in the township will be looked at for where signs could be placed 
to advertise this program. 
Rod Fye Centre County Recycling/Refuse Authority, Roan requested a cardboard collection container be placed at 
the Park if possible.  Fye stated a letter should come from the township requested the same.  Fye presented information 
on the illegal dumping sites happening in Centre County.  He discussed a site in Marion Township where dead deer 
were dumped with other illegal items.  April 21st is “Clean Up” day and all persons can help with this project.  Roan 

and Chapman will be volunteering with this.  The township truck will be used for collection and delivery to transfer 
station as has been done in the past.   In 2008 found 58 illegal dump sites and 30 of them have been cleaned up since.  
Although some of the sites have been reactivated, not to the extent they had been.  He travels all roads to look for these 
dumps in Centre County.  He spent 94.5 hours in clean up in Rush Township last year.  He showed slides of various 
dump area in the County and does have names of some who are doing this illegal dumping and citations are given.  
Ordinances should be passed to protect the residents and all waterways.   Supervisors will discuss at a future meeting a 
possible day to bring items to the Township to be disposed of.  TV, refrigerators, computers and electrical items are 
now accepted at the Transfer Station at no charge.   Tires are a real hazard due to stagnate water accumulating and the 
risk of West Nile Virus from the mosquitoes living in the old tires.   He discussed how animals can get into old buckets 

or can thrown in the woods.  A bear had a plastic jug on its head for days unable to eat or drink and was starving to 
death.  Finally a ranger tranquilized him and removed the jug.  Also a buck with a 5-gallon tar bucket between its 
antlers was seen.   Fye can enforce county ordinances and if any one sees any illegal dumps please contact him.  
Household Hazardous Waste Collection Event will be Friday, April 27 and Saturday April 28, 2012.  (Flyer on the 
township door.) 
Stan Wallace, SEO had the Henry Weight, Jr. plan for subdivision with several corrections per DEP to be looked over 
and initialed by a township official.  Roan signed and Wallace will resubmit the forms.   
Paul Vonada, Zoning Hearing Board Chairman, thanked the Supervisors for allowing him to attend the Zoning 

Hearing Board (ZHB) Seminar.  It was suggested by other attendees that the ZHB get together at least 2 times a year to 
meet each other.  Paul would like to set up a meeting for Marion Township ZHB with ZO Tim Weight.  Vonada will 
contact the secretary with a suitable time and she will contact the other members to set the meeting date and time.  
Eddie Poorman and Sam Haesler are the other members of the ZHB.  Aberegg thanked him for attending the seminar.   

 

Old Business: 
CAFO- Info from Planning Commission Orie to meet with PSU and have an answer by March meeting.  Orie was not 
present to present the info.  John Wataha from Centre County Conservation District will be attending the April 10th 
meeting to inform us and answer questions.   
10 Ton Road Bonding An Ordinance will be needed for Nittany Ridge and other roads in the Township to be signed 
with a 10-ton limit.  Walnut Ridge and Rabbit Hill plus the ones on the new Ordinance must have an engineering study.  
Engineering study was done on Slaughterhouse Road and Sand Ridge Road previously.   Nittany Ridge, Ponderosa, 

Beech Bottom, and Two Mile Road all needs engineering studies completed.  Aberegg made a motion we have the 

engineering studies completed on all roads not completed at a cost of approximately $1,500.00.  Roan 2
nd

 
Aberegg-Yes Roan – Yes Chapman – Yes.  Keller Engineering charges $475.00 for the 1st road and $75.00 for all 
others.  A note should be placed on all new Sub-Division Plot Plans that the road must have the engineering study done 
for the weight limit signage before the road will be taken over by Marion Township.   
Ordinance #29- Mud on roadways.  Second Farm on right Stoltzfus on Sand Ridge Road needs cleaned up and sloping 
from cart way.  No HOP exists for his driveways.  A proposal was to suggest to Mr. Stoltzfus that he purchase the pipe 
and Marion Township will install it.  The driveways appear to be grand fathered in.  Roan and Weight will go and 

explain this to Mr. Stoltzfus along with our engineer Don Franson.  Grass seeding is needed to keep the mud from the 
roadway. 



HOP/Fire Hydrant – New line to be added on the HOP would read:  A hydrant shall not be located any closer than 
10’ from the driveway.   
EMS Donation – Roan made a motion to donate $150.00 to the Bellefonte EMS Aberegg 2

nd
 Aberegg- Yes Roan

Kepler Pool/Benner Twp Cannon Project – Roan discussed the Kepler pool request for $1.00 per resident.  Only 1 

resident responded to the request placed in the Marion Township Newsletter.  At the meeting the Kepler Pool was 
compared to the Welch pool and other pool in State College.  After their $8M renovations they had a profit of 
$56,000.00.  It was suggested that Spring, Benner, Marion Townships and Bellefonte Borough form an Authority at a 
cost of $4,000.00 to $5,000.00 to borrow the $1.9M required to renovate the Kepler Pool and also help with the Benner 
Twp Cannon Project.  Aberegg made a motion to not enter into an authority for the Kepler Pool or Benner 

Township Cannon Projects.  Roan 2
nd

 Aberegg- Yes Roan – Yes Chapman - Yes

1. Nittany Valley Joint Planning Commission (NVJPC) – No meeting 

2. Zoning Report for February, 2012 – No action needed  
3. Park & Rec  – More stone is needed to get the road into shape for the summer.  At least 1 or 2 loads of 2A is 

needed.  Aberegg made a motion to purchase 2 loads of 2A stone to use on this road.  Chapman 2
nd

 Aberegg-

Yes Roan – Yes Chapman – Yes Roan needs about 3 loads of mulch for the trees and around the rest room to be 
smoothed out. The cost is approximately $100.00 a truck load.   Aberegg made a motion to purchase 3 loads of 

mulch.  Chapman 2

landscaping in the area.  Possibility of having some of these donated.  Pavilion:  will do 2 16.5 x 30’.  These will 
accommodate all current tables.  Cost for additional building items is $3,100.00 and labor of $3,000.00.  Aberegg 

made a motion we purchase the items and install 2 pavilions at a cost of not over $6,500.00.  Roan 2

5. Head Roadmaster  –February report:  placement of School Bus Ahead signs, equipment repairs to backhoe have 
been approximately $4,000.00 to date due to salt damage, ditch cleaned out at the Park.  Info on Rock Salt for 
2011-2012 contracts it can be stored till December 31, 2011 at a cost of $10.00 per ton. The first load of salt on 

this contract has been ordered for deliver tomorrow.  Roan has a meeting with PennDOT tomorrow from 2:30-
3:00 on the ditch on Rt 26 (Lick Run) by the community Park.  Rick Dillon stated he had a conversation with 
Mike Bloom and a letter should be sent to PennDOT concerning work to be done on RT 26 from I-80 to Rt. 1010 
(Jacksonville Road) to the County line.  Roan made a motion to write this letter to PennDOT for repairs to 

the roads.  Chapman 2
