“1t'san honor being with you guys
today celebrating Veterans Day,” said
Woody before unveiling her $55,000
donation. “I want to thank you for
your sarvice. I'm the daughter of a
Korean War veteran. | come from a
military family and | appreciate your
service. It means a lot to me to be
here”

The Boot Hill Shooting Grounds
hosted the event with shooters from
as far away as Minnesota traveling to
atend the annua fundraiser, which
donates its proceeds to the VAL. With
more than 100 competitors at the third
and fina session of the seventh annua
Shoot Like a Girl Classic, Woody
said she hoped to raise $50,000. The
VAL provides veterans with many of
the essentias for a comfortable life
with the local veterans home limited
in what it can offer its residents.
