Landscaping – Another not so expensive way to improve curb appeal is to pull weeds from flower beds and add a few perennials.  Perennials are more expensive but will come back every year.  Hostas are a great option for those who have a lot of shade in their front yards.  They grow bigger each year. Daylilies are another great perennial.  They stay full and bloom all spring and summer and add a pop of color. They do great in full sun.  Another way to improve your yard’s look is to add mulch or pine straw to flower beds after they’ve been weeded.  It looks great and helps control weeds.  Keeping hedges and bushes trimmed can give your yard a cleaner, well-maintained look. 

Lighting – Changing out old or broken light fixtures is another quick and fairly inexpensive way to improve your curb appeal.
