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What is the Fortnight for Freedom?

Each year dioceses across America arrange
events to highlight the importance of defending
religious freedom. The Fortnight for Freedom is
from June 21—the vigil of the Feasts of St.
John Fisher and St. Thomas More—to July 4,
Independence Day.

How to Talk about Religious Freedom?
In this time of increasing polarization in our
culture, we can contribute to a better under-
standing of religious freedom in a way that re-
spects all people.

Drawing from the US Bishops’, our parish bul-
letin will be presenting ways to help Christians
speak with friends and neighbors about reli-
gious freedom and work to clear up misconcep-
tions about it.

Religious freedom: a fundamental right
which means that the government cannot coerce
people into acting against their consciences.
This is important for all people, not just people
of faith. A government that makes one group
choose obedience to the state over obedience to
faith and conscience can force any group to
submit to the state's demands. Religious free-
dom underlies all other freedoms for everyone.

Space to Do Good: People of faith need re-
ligious freedom to have the space to serve oth-
ers. Oftentimes, religious liberty disputes arise
when religious organizations are expected to
sacrifice aspects of their faith in order to contin-
ue to serve the surrounding community. But it
is our faith that inspires us to serve. Take the
Little Sisters of the Poor, who live out their

to contraceptives, including abortion-inducing drugs
and devices. Or, consider adoption services run by
Catholic Charities, which simply seek to place chil-
dren in homes with a married mother and father.
Due to the redefinition of marriage in civil law,
many Catholic Charities and other faith-based adop-
tion agencies around the country have been forced
to end their adoption and foster care services.

Challenges to religious freedom often come from a
mistaken view of religion, a view that sees religion
as good only if it conforms to every value that hap-
pens to prevail today.

However, the good that religious institutions do is
inseparable from the parts that challenge prevailing
norms. Religious convictions hang together, in and
out of season. When faith groups violate their con-
sciences, they undermine the whole mission of their
ministry. People of faith and faith-based organiza-
tions need space to make their unique contributions
to the common good.

The Eucharist: What Catholics Believe

1 CORINTHIANS 12:27

“What many Christians now call "communion,"
the early Church called "Eucharist," which in
Greek means thanksgiving. The Eucharist is the
partaking of Jesus' body and blood with other
believers. Eucharistic worship (The Mass) con-
sists of many parts that emulate...an actual
meal, such as taking the bread, breaking the
bread, distributing the bread, and eating the
bread, although the Eucharistic meal is not an
ordinary meal, but a heavenly banquet.

Jesus instituted the Eucharist in the New Testa-
ment when he blessed bread and wine, assuring
his disciples that the elements are his body and
blood. Jesus even said that the teaching that his
followers must eat his flesh and drink his blood
caused many to stop following Him (John 6:52-
66). The Eucharist has been the ‘main event’ at
Christian worship services since the earliest
times, which surprises many people whose
churches have relegated communion to a once-
