DIOCESE ADDS NAMES TO LIST OF 
CREDIBLY ACCUSED INDIVIDUALS                    
Following the release of the Grand Jury report last year, 
Bishop Bambera made a promise that he would be more 
open and transparent in the way that the Diocese handles 
occurrences of child sexual abuse. That commitment re-
mains true. In August, the Diocese published on its web-
site a list of all clergy, staff and volunteers who had been 
credibly accused of child sexual abuse. Since then, addi-
tional victims have come forward. Eleven new names have 
been added to the online list. Those new names are listed 
below. We will continue to alert you periodically in the 
case that additional individuals are added to this list. If 
you are aware of additional allegations of wrongdoing or 
any information that should be included on this list, 
please contact our Victim Assistance Coordinator Mary 
Beth Pacuska at (570) 862-7551 or Monsignor Thomas 
Muldowney, Vicar General, at (570) 207-2269. If you have 
suffered abuse by clergy or anyone working on behalf of 
the Diocese, you are encouraged to contact Mary Beth          
Pacuska.

NOTICE REGARDING REPORTING                    
SEXUAL ABUSE OF A MINOR                                                                          
It is the policy of the Diocese of Scranton to report any alle-
gation of sexual abuse of a minor to law enforcement. If you 
are a victim of sexual abuse committed by a priest, deacon, 
religious or lay employee or volunteer of the Diocese of 
Scranton, you are encouraged to immediately report the 
matter to law enforcement. If any priest, deacon, religious, 
lay employee or volunteer of the Diocese of Scranton has 
cause or reason to suspect that a minor has been subjected 
to any form of abuse, including child sexual abuse, the 
matter will be reported to law enforcement. In accordance 
with the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania’s Child Protective 
Services Laws, reports of suspected child abuse should also 
be made immediately by phone to the 24-HourChild Abuse 
hotline (ChildLine) at 1-800-932-0313 or electronically at 
www.compass.state.pa.us/cwis It is also the policy of the 
Diocese to adhere to all civil and state regulations. To this 
end, the Diocese is equally committed to adhering to the 
norms of the Code of Canon Law and to upholding the ten-
ets of the USCCB Charter for the Protection of Children and 
Young People, which includes supporting victims of sexual 
abuse in their pursuit of emotional and spiritual well-being. 
As such, information regarding an allegation of sexual 
abuse of a minor should also be reported to the Victim As-
sistance Coordinator Mary Beth Pacuska at (570-862-7551) 
or to Diocesan officials, including the Vicar General, Mon-
signor Thomas M. Muldowney, V.G., at (570-207-2269.

Daily Prayer  
                                                                  
In this first week of 
Ordinary Time, we 
might find ourselves 
feeling a little let-down 
after the Christmas 
season, especially in 
parts of the world 
where it seems cold 
and dark most days. 
This is where we can 
ask for the grace to let 
the stories of the gos-
pels come alive in our 
hearts. 

The stories from Mark's 
gospel offer a vivid look 
into the life of Jesus 
and his followers on 
such a human level. 
Many are stories of 
healing and the week 
begins and ends with 
invitations from Jesus 
to us -- and to his disci-
ples. To Simon Peter 
and Andrew, Jesus 
invites, “Come after 
me.” To the tax collec-
tor Levi he beckons, 
“Follow me.” 

The invitation to heal-
ing we are offered can 
be a part of our own 
reflection as we begin 
a new year and want 
to somehow “fix” what 
is broken in us. The 
healing happens if we 
allow Jesus into our 
hearts and lives. 

As we look at our lives 
we may find a loneli-
ness or separation 
from people in our fam-
ily or others. We have 
parts of our lives that 

are dark and embarrassing and seem unchangeable. It is into this very darkness and discomfort that Jesus is moved with pity for us, 
stretches out his healing hand to us and says, “I do will it. Be made clean.” 

We can hear the summons to follow him as a clear and personal call to us from Jesus, the one who already knows us and our failings and 
yet asks us to be with him. We can hear this invitation more clearly if we can be touched with awareness of our own failings and under-
stand more deeply how much we need a savior in our lives. It is then that our hearts are open to accept this invitation. 

We can pray to Jesus this week for the strength to be healed of the patterns and habits of our lives that so often turn us away from him and 
ask for the grace to make a new beginning in our lives. If we can sit with our hands open in humility, we can accept that we can't do this on 
our own, but know in our hearts that with the help of God, nothing is impossible.
