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	ARTICLE I
	Name

This organization shall be known as the Mutual Benefit Association of The Cincinnati Gas & Electric Company, Cinergy its successors and subsidiaries, hereinafter referred to as the Mutual Benefit Association.



	ARTICLE II
	Objects of the Association

The objects of the Association shall be to promote a spirit of good fellowship and cooperation between all members; to provide for their mutual protection through the establishment of a benefit fund; to provide for the payment of definite amounts to the members of the Association, when under the regulations thereof, they shall be entitled thereto by reason of disability from sickness, accidents, or other causes; to provide for the introduction and development of such other projects for the mutual good of the members as may from time to time be deemed desirable.



	ARTICLE III
	Eligibility to Membership

Subject to the provisions of the Constitution and of the By-Laws, any employee* of the Cincinnati Gas & Electric Company, Cinergy its successors and subsidiaries shall be eligible for membership in a Chapter of the Association.  

*See By-Laws:  Article I. Section 1.




	ARTICLE IV
	Disability Fund and Activities Fund

The Disability Fund and the Insurance Fund of the Association, as described in the By-Laws, shall be credited with all insurance dues of the members.  Those funds shall be used for no purpose whatsoever except for the payment of benefits or medical attention, service and expense in connection with the disability of members, or floral pieces and memorials, as provided in the By-Laws.  The Activities Fund of the Association, as described in the By-Laws, shall be credited with all activities dues of the members.



	ARTICLE V
	Amendments

This Constitution may be changed, altered, or amended, only by a vote of the Association by letter ballot after the Board of Directors has submitted the proposed change, alteration, or amendment to the members.  Each voting member shall have one vote.  The votes shall be certified and counted by tellers selected by the Board of Directors.  If two-thirds or more of all the members voting shall declare themselves in favor of the proposed change, alteration, or amendment, the same shall take effect one week after the date upon which the votes were certified and counted.
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
