thence north 66.00 feet; thence west to Lake Michigan; thence southerly to a point
West of beginning; thence East to the place of beginning, being in Section 13,Town 1
North, Range 17 West.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees authorizes the Supervisor and the Clerk
to execute on behalf of the Township all documents required to complete the sale of Lakeview
