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Psalm 139:14 says “I Praise you because I am fearfully and wonderfully
made.” This applies to all of us. All of us are fearfully and wonderfully
made regardless of what others may think about us. This should bring
comfort and a sense of peace to each of us as we often look at
ourselves in the mirror and find all of our physical flaws.

When you read the Song of Solomon, you quickly learn that it speaks

& about a romantic dance between two lovers. And throughout the poem
they describe each other in very colorful and wonderful ways. I am

sure if we all talked to our lovers in this way, our marriages would be

stronger.

But what happens when we look at ourselves through the mirror of our hearts. What do we see?
Do we see the beautiful person God made, or do we see the angry, and vengeful person the world
wants us to be. Perhaps we have turned off that mirror and we don’t see any negative side to us,
but if we ask others, they may describe us in unflattering terms.

We are wonderfully made, but at times we spew hatred and evil whether intentionally or not. This
is the part that God wants us to remove, and know you are made in His image and to live into that
life, rather than the life of evil.
