Several roster corrections were noted. We will include in the next issue OSF results & Hank’s obituary. We continue to send a copy of Topline to all the vets in our vet list and members with llama 4-H clubs. We identified several other llama 4-H leaders in and near Ohio (Deb Bergmann, Melissa Snyder, Indiana 4-H groups) that may appreciate a copy to share with their club and will send to them as well. Our hope is that it encourages attendance to the ORVLA show but also boosts our membership.

ORVLA Christmas Party 2022 – we set a date of Saturday December 3rd at Union Hill Church once again. Bev is working on getting a program together that hopefully will include prior ORVLA member Adam Black as a speaker.

ORVLA Show May 14, 2022 – we discussed show details and a postmark date of May 4. This year we will offer a Youth Package for $25 that will include for that youth animal - all Youth classes (youth showmanship, 3 youth performance classes) AND that animal’s halter class entry. Youth may still enter Novice or Advanced with other animals, but for those entries will pay normal fees. The exhibitor meeting will be held at 9:15am and the show will start at 9:30am. Mike Haumshchild will judge Performance and Youth Showmanship, whereas Elaine Brovont will judge Halter and Adult Showmanship. We will provide a unique gift this year for Grand and Reserve winners – mini vet kits to keep in your show tack or barn! We have several helpers identified to help as gatekeepers, ring stewards, and performance crew, but we can still use a few additional volunteers. Kris is having very nice mineral/rock llama keychains made for farm gifts. 
ILR Board Member Presentation by Deb Arendas – ILR is reaching out to llama organizations to see how they can help us. We discussed typing up a “welcome to llamas” letter from ORVLA that might be included when new owners in Ohio register a llama. We also discussed possibly getting a list of new llama owners in Ohio and sending them an issue of Topline. Deb also mentioned that The Gathering will be live webcast this year and that we may be able to submit a short 30 second ORVLA “promo” ad to be played during the webcast. We will continue to discuss this and try to identify a member that could help us produce the mp4.
